Modes of Delivery

The field is primarily intended to be offered on a full-time basis over three years or, in the case of the American Programme variants, four years. 

3.
Features of the Field

The BA Law field has been designed for those students who wish to study law but who do not intend to pursue a career in the legal profession. The programme, not being subject to the constraints on the LLB imposed by professional body requirements, will enable students to follow a coherent course of study from the widest choice of law modules.  Students on the BA Law fields who study the same level one core modules as LLB students and who achieve lower second class marks in their level one assessments will be eligible for transfer to the second year of the LLB. The major, half and minor fields also provide an opportunities to broaden the focus of a student’s education by making it possible to combine the study of law with another field of study. All students are provided with an opportunity to develop, within the context of legal study, transferable graduate skills.

Students on the American Programme variants are enabled to broaden their horizons by experiencing the academic and cultural life of the United States. 

C. EDUCATIONAL AIMS OF THE FIELD

The BA Law field has the following general aims:

· to provide a legal education which is not constrained by professional body requirements

· to enable students to develop the general transferable skills which a graduate should be able to apply to any situation

· to provide by flexible use of the modular scheme to make it possible for students to transfer to and from the LLB

For students taking a major, half or minor field, there is an additional aim of providing the opportunity to broaden the focus of the student’s education by making it possible to study non-law subjects
For students taking the American Programme variants, the aim is additionally to provide students to experience the academic life of the United States as participants in the American exchange programme operated by the university.

BA LAW FULL AND MAJOR FIELD STRUCTURE

Note: wherever module options are referred to see the Law School module index Appendix 2
The BA Law full field consists of 120 level one credits, 120 level two credits and 120 level three credits. The Major field consists of 90 credits at level one (the 15 credits more than usual for level one of a major field are necessary to make it possible to transfer to the LLB at level two) and 75 credits at each of levels two and three. The major field contains the same core modules as the full field but has fewer optional modules at each level. Students on the American Programme variants also include 120 credits taken as a participant in the university American Exchange programme in the third year of their course.

The compulsory modules at level one are all one-semester modules which constitute 60 credits with the additional 60 credits of option choice spread between both semesters. The semester one module weighting is reduced by 7.5 credits, these credits are then made up in the second semester with the Legal Method II (7.5 credits) compulsory module. In the first semester the compulsory modules consist of Foundations of English Law (22.5 credits), Property Law I (7.5 credits) and Public Law I (7.5 credits).  In the second semester the compulsory modules consist of Contract Law (15 credits) and Legal Method II (7.5 credits). The year commences at the beginning of the university’s undergraduate induction week in late September.  In the first year, the core modules focus on an introduction to the key principles and fundamental doctrines which underpin the law of England and Wales and, in the Foundations and Property Law I modules, particular emphasis is placed on activities which enable the students to become autonomous and self-reflective learners. Stage One of the university key skills framework is incorporated into the common core. Successful completion of level one would entitle a student to a Certificate of Higher Education.

Teaching on option modules does not start until slightly later in semester one to give time for option choice to be made. From 2004 onwards a diagnostic English exercise will form part of the induction process in order to identify those students who should be advised to prioritise English for Academic Purposes in making their option choice. Information about the subsequent option modules to which level one options provide a pre-requisite will be given to students as part of their selection process.

Level 2

The only core modules at level two are Tort law which runs over both semesters and European Law I which takes place in the second semester. There is a degree of flexibility in the structure of level two to facilitate transfer into a full or major version of the  field at level two by students taking a half or minor Law field. Versions of Property Law I, Public Law I, Public Law II and Legal Method II are available at level 2 in order to accommodate this transfer. Successful completion of all of level two would qualify a full field student for a Diploma of Higher Education.

	After the level two year described above, students on an American Programme variant will spend one year in the United States at one of our partner institutions within the American Exchange programme and will be required to pass the year (which carries 120 ungraded credits) but their degree classification will depend on their performance in levels two and three of their studies at Kingston.


Level 3

Level three directs students towards successful independent study, critical independent research and further developing their analytical and evaluative skills. There are no core modules in the BA Law field at level three and available law modules are listed in the current LUMP module directory. FIELD STRUCTURE BA LAW HALF AND MINOR FIELDS

The BA Law Half Field course consists of 60 level one credits, 60 level two credits and 60 credits at level three. The Minor Field consists of 45 credits at each of levels one, two and three. The core elements of the half and minor fields are the same but the minor field contains fewer optional credits.

Level 1
The compulsory law modules at level one are all one-semester modules which constitute 45 credits with the balance of the credits consisting of optional choice. In the first semester the compulsory law modules consist of Foundations of English Law (22.5 credits) and Public Law I (7.5 credits).  In the second semester the compulsory module is Contract Law (15 credits). The year commences at the beginning of the university’s undergraduate induction week in late September.  The core law modules focus on an introduction to the key principles and fundamental doctrines which underpin the law of England and Wales and, in the Foundations module, particular emphasis is placed on activities which enable the students to become autonomous and self-reflective learners. Stage one of the university key skills framework is incorporated into the common core.

Regulations and progression between levels
The following statement is included in all programmes falling within the UMS:

The field is part of the University’s Undergraduate Modular Scheme. Fields in the UMS are made up of modules which are assigned to levels. Levels are progressively more challenging as a student progresses through the field. Each level is normally made up of 8 modules each worth 15 credits (or an equivalent combination of half and multiple modules in some cases). Typically, a student must complete 120 credits at each level. Where the field culminates in an honours degree it is the higher levels that contribute to the classification of the degree. Intermediate awards are normally available after completion of a level. All students will be provided with the UMS regulations.

LEARNING STRATEGIES AND TEACHING
The emphasis of the learning and teaching strategies based in lecture and class rooms encourages both the acquisition of knowledge and critical understanding of the law and the application of that knowledge and understanding in the solving of problems. The Law School policy to allocate additional resources to semester one level 1 modules promotes the University’s Learning and Teaching Strategy and has been funded accordingly. The additional resources have been aimed at encouraging students at the start of their studies to develop appropriate methods of working and to make the best use of the learning resources available to them, which will include library and electronic materials, effective attendance at class and discussion with peers.  For example, the module learning outcomes for level one Property Law 1 is split equally between substantive law and learning skills development. Recognising that most of the students’ studying time will be spent independently rather than in class, independent study is increasingly supported by Blackboard, the electronic learning management system, as well as by the Learning Resources Centre. As students progress through the course it is expected that they will become increasingly capable of managing their own learning.

Each of the module descriptions contains a description of the teaching and learning mechanisms employed in that particular module. In any particular module, the mechanisms used will depend partly on the number of students enrolled on the module. Modules delivered to large numbers of students are likely to be a combination of dedicated lecture/other plenary sessions and dedicated small group work sessions to be used for tutorialsand workshops. In modules delivered to smaller numbers of students, each session may employ a variety of mechanisms. Typically, lectures will be used to convey knowledge and understanding and to provide a framework for further independent study. Tutorials present an opportunity for dialogue in a small teaching group that can include student or staff led presentations followed by discussion. Workshops provide an opportunity for students to work as a group and to develop team skills. In the Mooting module students will also be expected to work in groups which are not tutor-supervised.

Students enrol on the field with varying prior experience particularly in relation to academic English and IT skills and strategies designed to identify gaps in these areas and to provide students with appropriate skills support are in place. All students are provided with a personal tutor to provide general support and at level one peer mentoring by level two students is also used.

Transferable and key skills are generally embedded into the delivery of the curriculum rather than being taught separately. Students are required to reflect on their personal and academic development during the first year and there is considerable emphasis throughout the course in developing the ability of students to work effectively in groups.

ASSESSMENT STRATEGIES

A range of summative assessment strategies are employed in the field. Assessment is designed to allow students to demonstrate that they have achieved the learning outcomes of the field and of the individual modules within it. The learning outcomes to be assessed will include knowledge and understanding, cognitive skills and key skills.  In addition, at level 1, rather than see assessment as a hurdle that must be overcome, students are encouraged to see assessment as a specific part of their overall learning strategy.  The assessment tasks in the level one modules are designed to illustrate the value of assessment as a positive learning opportunity and enable the development of the skill of self-evaluation.  For example, the various assessed components include self-marking exercises, reflective learning exercises and legal research activities. 

Assessment methods used include examinations (ie end of module time-constrained assessments within a controlled setting), in-course tests (ie time-constrained assessments during the module within a setting which is controlled but to a lesser extent than an examination), individual and group presentations and different forms of individual and group written in-course assessment. Both examinations and in-course tests may take a variety of forms, including unseen, open book, or pre-released papers. 

In-course assessment will generally be designed to have both formative and summative effect. Feedback will be provided by module tutors and, except in relation to in course tests, students will be required as part of the submission of the work to reflect on the process of producing it.

ENTRY QUALIFICATIONS

The typical entry qualifications for entrants to the field are 240 points, including a minimum of two 6 unit awards, at A level or equivalent. Key skills may be included within the overall tariff requirement.  If they wish, students who enrol on this course and achieve at least 50% in their assessments at level one are eligible to progress to level two of the LLB.

Applications from students on Access courses or from international students with relevant qualifications are welcome. Applications from mature students with relevant experience are welcome.  All non-traditional applicants must, however, pass the Law School selection test.

Students with advanced standing are welcome to apply. This might include having acquired relevant level 1 and/or 2 undergraduate credits from Kingston University.
