Features of the Field

Language as a social phenomenon is shaped by social categories and structures. At the same time, language plays a role in shaping society: to paraphrase Harold Garfinkel, we are not social ‘dopes’, passively and mindlessly producing utterances predetermined by such structures. We are intelligent social beings, able to make strategic use of language to confirm or contest accepted social categories such as age, ethnicity, gender depending - for instance - on who we are talking to and what we are trying to achieve in a particular communicative setting.
The MA in Language and Society provides students with an advanced understanding of the intricacies characterising this relationship. It draws on a range of research methods and insights from the interdisciplinary field of sociolinguistics in order to shed light on issues relating to multilingualism, intercultural communication, language and identity, discourse and social interaction, ideologies and social structure, language and social cognition. 

The MA in Language and Society is distinctive in its focus on qualitative analysis and its structure. The qualitative nature of this MA enables students to conduct independent research into topics of their own choice, ranging from theories of linguistic and cultural evolution to the study of language varieties in multilingual contexts to communicative practices across global contexts. In particular, ethnographic methods are encouraged with a view to fostering a fine-grained understanding of the complexities of discourse and social interaction. The structure of the MA is designed so that it provides students with a good grounding and familiarity with a range of different research traditions and then leads them to the systematic exploration of one or more specific domain of study with an emphasis on the development of qualitative research skills: the sociolinguistic domain, which draws on variationist and interactional approaches to sociolinguistics; the sociocultural domain, which is informed by cultural and anthropological perspectives of the study of language; and the sociocognitive domain, which adopts a cognitive and psychological perspective on research into language, society and culture.
The MA requires the completion of an original piece of research in the form of a dissertation project which is supported by a set of compulsory research methods workshops and periodic meetings with an allocated supervisor. A selection of modules which allow students to delve into theories and issues pertaining to one or more of the domains of study are provided by the new MA programme and other programmes in cognate areas, including the MA in Media and Communication and the MA in Education (ELT). 

Students are expected to engage critically with current theories as well as ongoing debates in the field, by drawing on their own experience as language users in an increasingly multilingual society. At the same time, they are encouraged to apply theoretical knowledge and undertake independent and original research. As a result, this course provides an excellent foundation for students to pursue their postgraduate studies further at MPhil/PhD level. Students will also develop skills which are critical not only to those professions that are traditionally associated with sociolinguistics - for example, education policy writing and curriculum design, language planning, and language teaching - but also the considerably broader range of professions to which the study of language and society has direct relevance: jobs in government, in legally-related professions, publishing, journalism, advertising and marketing, arts management, new media, social work and academic professions. As well as this, graduates of this degree will leave in possession of a number of more generic, transferable skills, including meticulousness in editing and presentation, advanced oral and writing skills, and the ability to work constructively with others.

FIELD STRUCTURE

This course is part of the University’s Postgraduate Credit Framework (PCF).  Single-weighted modules in the framework are valued at 15 credits; double-weighted are valued at 30 credits

The minimum requirement for a Postgraduate Certificate is 60 credits, for a Postgraduate Diploma 120 credits, and for a Masters degree 180 credits.  In some instances the Certificate or Diploma may be the final award and Certificates and Diplomas may be offered to students who only complete specified parts of a Masters degree.   The awards available are detailed in section A and the requirements are outlined below.  All students will be provided with the PCF regulations and specific additions that are sometimes required for accreditation by outside bodies are outlined below and will be provided in detail for students in field handbooks.

The structure of the MA is designed to maximise student flexibility. The first semester core module covers key theoretical concepts - with an emphasis on qualitative analysis - and the principal research methods and techniques involved in collecting and analysing data. The

provision of further research method workshops during the second core module ensures students are adequately prepared for their dissertation. Parallel to these core modules, students are offered a range of optional modules which encourage students to develop further their research skills with reference to the specific topics covered (see Module Catalogue).

FIELD REFERENCE POINTS

There is no benchmark statement relating specifically to Sociolinguistics (Linguistics) at Level 7 and the Quality Assurance Agency has no published plans to produce one in the near future. Where appropriate, we are guided by the most recent QAA benchmark statement for Linguistics at Honours level in developing the MA in Language and Society.

The awards made to students who complete the course or are awarded intermediate qualifications, comply fully with the Framework for Higher Education Qualifications.

All of the procedures associated with the programme comply with the QAA Codes of Practice for Higher Education.

TEACHING AND LEARNING STRATEGIES 

The central aim of teaching and learning is to equip students with the advanced skills, knowledge and cognitive abilities required to conduct detailed independent research into language and society based topics and to present that research in structured and fluent academic discourse. The primary purpose of classroom teaching is thus to develop students’ capacity to engage with complex ideas and to direct their own critical lines of inquiry, rather than merely to impart knowledge. Classroom discussion centres on qualitative models and theories and analysis of case studies guided by the tutor, but demands a high level of student participation and peer review, both formal and informal. Self-directed study develops students’ abilities to conduct research independently and to manage time efficiently. The dissertation brings together these abilities, and allows students to develop their capacity to conduct extended research and to construct a detailed and sophisticated argument.

To achieve this, a range of teaching and learning methods are employed. In general, modules are taught through a combination of lectures, seminars and workshops. Lectures present an overview of a given topic area, highlighting key concepts, issues and debates. They will draw on a range of theoretical approaches, applying a variety of methodologies and perspectives to the consideration of critical issues and problems. 

Particular emphasis is given to the way the seminars are organised. The key aims are to fully encourage students to participate and discuss detailed content. They will be partly initiated by the tutor, but mostly student-led. In addition to the discussions, many of the seminars involve individual or group presentations where students will assess the relevance of a range of theoretical frameworks, by applying theoretical concepts and perspectives to the study of real language data and social issues. These are designed to enable students to further develop a range of skills, including critical thinking/ cognitive skills, and communication/ oral skills. Students will be expected to present ideas and arguments concisely, use visual aids, interact with classmates and be able to work with others. Students will receive documented feedback for their presentations which will form an essential part of the teaching and learning strategy. Moreover, students will be able to benefit from other students’ peer review comments which will enhance their overall learning experience. It will also support students’ learning experience by providing formative feedback to prepare students for their written projects. 

In addition to structured teaching, guidance is available for students through the provision of office hours, during which all members of the teaching staff are available for consultation with students (3 hours per week). Students are encouraged to meet with teaching staff at such times, and at other times by appointment, for individual tutorial sessions and make use of our online learning management for accessing lecture notes or for interacting informally with tutors. Students may also draw on the resources of the Faculty’s Centre for Academic Skills and Employability, which runs regular sessions specifically for postgraduate students.

ASSESSMENT STRATEGIES 

Modules are assessed through a variety of formats (see Appendix, Table A) , such as critical essays, oral presentations, examinations, practical projects, portfolio work, linked to the learning outcomes of particular modules (see Appendix, Table B). In general, the written work will form the summative assessment element for the modules. Oral work (i.e. presentations) will be both summative and formative, as students will be able to use feedback in order to improve their critical skills, as well as their ability to synthesize information and present arguments succinctly and convincingly. They are designed to assess the development of students’ knowledge, understanding and skills in a variety of ways, and, at the same time, to offer a set of stimulating challenges, some of which reflect demands likely to be experienced in the workplace.

The major element of the master’s course is the dissertation of 10-12,000 words. Students are guided in the process of conceptualising, developing and completing their dissertation through a series of workshops across Semesters One and Two which aim to foster research skills relevant to independent research. The dissertation itself will demonstrate their ability to produce a sustained piece of writing, collect and analyse empirical data from a variety of sources within a sophisticated conceptual and theoretical framework.

ENTRY QUALIFICATIONS

1.
The minimum entry qualifications for the field are:

The following will normally be regarded as appropriate admission requirements for the course, though applicants with other kinds of qualifications will be considered on an individual basis: 

· successful completion of a certified programme of study in language, linguistics or cognate subject areas, normally a second class honours or better undergraduate degree or its equivalent;
· relevant non-certificated learning such as attendance at short courses, continuing education courses, relevant work and life experience;
· an appropriate combination of certificated and non-certificated learning 
· where a candidate’s first language is not English, advanced English language competence in the form of appropriate certificated learning (IELTS requirement of 6.5) or equivalent must be demonstrated as detailed in Kingston University’s Admissions Regulations.
Applicants without formal qualifications will only be considered in exceptional circumstances, for example, where they are able to demonstrate significant relevant professional experience. All certificated and non-certificated learning will require verification. In the case of certificated learning, this will require the presentation of relevant certificates and/or confirmation from the award-giving body. In the case of non-certificated learning, verification will be established in the course of the interview to which all applicants will be invited, or, where appropriate, through the submission of supporting documentation and evidence. Where the evidence of the fulfilment of the appropriate admission requirements is inconclusive, the applicant may be asked to complete a written exercise.

Typical entry qualifications set for entrants to the field are:

Admission with Advanced Standing

Students may be allowed to enter the course with Advanced Standing, subject to the following condition:

The maximum number of credit points awarded for admission with advanced standing will be 50% of the taught modules contributing to the exit award: no exemption will be given for the dissertation and accreditation of prior learning (APL) will be calculated on 50% of the credit for the award minus the credit for the dissertation.

Admissions procedures

The Admissions Tutor will normally consider all applications in the first instance. Applicants who fulfil, or are likely to fulfil, the admissions requirements may be invited for an interview with the Admissions Tutor or another senior member of the course teaching team. As an alternative, applicants may be asked to complete a writing exercise designed to assess their suitability for the course. The decision regarding offers of places will be made by the Admissions Tutor or senior member of the course teaching team after interviewing the applicant. The Admissions Tutor will receive administrative support from the Postgraduate Course Administrator.
