· Full-Time – DipHE Nursing: Registered Nurse, Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants, Modified Branch Programmes

Features of the Branch
Students on the DipHE Nursing: Registered Nurse full-time programme undertake a Common Foundation Programme and Branch Programmes in Adult Nursing, Mental Health Nursing, Learning Disability Nursing, and Children’s Nursing.

Students on the Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants will have attained a minimum of a first degree, classification 2:2. These students undertake a programme comprising of pre-course materials and a minimum two week introduction followed by the modules in years two and three of the full time DipHE Nursing: Registered Nurse programme. 

Students on the Modified Branch Programmes are already registered on a part of the Nursing and Midwifery Professional Register and are transferring to another part of the register.  These students undertake a one year programme which includes pre-course materials and a two week introductory programme. Students transferring to Part 12 of the Professional Register (Adult Nursing) undertake the modules of year two of the DipHE Nursing: Registered Nurse full time programme. Students transferring to parts 13, 14, or 15 of the Professional Register (Mental Health, Learning Disability, or Children’s Nursing) undertake the modules of year two semester two and year three semester one of the DipHE Nursing: Registered Nurse programme. Successful completion of these programmes enables students to register on the Nursing and Midwifery Council Professional Register for Adult Nursing (Part 12), Mental Health Nursing (Part 13), Learning Disability Nursing (Part 14) or Children’s Nursing (Part 15).

Students on the 3 year full-time programme who complete the Common Foundation Programme are eligible for the award of Certificate of Higher Education in Health Studies should they wish to terminate their education at this point.

In the final year of the programme, students on the 3 year full-time or accelerated programme for graduate entrants, are offered the choice of studying the final 90 credits at level 5 or level 6.  
N.B. Those students who select to undertake year 3 at level 6 must have completed all of their level 5 modules in year 2 prior to commencement of year 3 to be eligible for this opportunity. 

Students who attain 90 credits at Level 6 during this semester are eligible to enrol for the Top-Up BSc (Hons) Nursing programme following completion of their Diploma and Professional qualification. 

Students on the 3 year full-time programme complete within 3 years.  

The Branch has been developed to facilitate shared learning between the DipHE Nursing and Direct Entry BSc (Hons) Nursing students (see Programme Specification for BSc (Hons) Nursing Programme). Year two of both programmes is identical ensuring that all students achieve 120 credits at level 5 by the end of that year.  There may be opportunities for some students on the 3 year full-time or accelerated programme for graduate entrants to move at this point, from the DipHE Nursing programme to undertake their final two semesters with the Direct Entry BSc (Hons) Nursing students and complete with a BSc (Hons) Nursing in three years (Appendix 2. Configuration of Diploma and BSc (Hons) Programmes Identifying Opportunities to Move from DipHE to BSc (Hons) Nursing). 

N.B. Those students who apply to transfer to the BSc programme must have completed all of their level 5 modules in year 2 prior to commencement of year 3 to be eligible for this opportunity.
During the final two semesters students undertake branch specific modules at level 6 and core modules that are shared across branches (Appendix 1. Configuration of Pathways identifies the semesters that are undertaken by the various programmes). Conversely, students on the BSc (Hons) Nursing programme who feel that they would prefer to continue at Level 5, may have the opportunity to undertake their  final year with the DipHE Nursing students and complete with a Diploma and the professional qualification. 

The programmes within this Branch are:-

1. DipHE Nursing – completing with a Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing and professional qualification (3 years full-time (1)), 
2. DipHE Nursing with Top-Up to BSc (Hons) Nursing – completing with a Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing  and professional qualification (3 years full-time) and a BSc (Hons) Nursing (4 years for students completing the DipHE in 3 years(2)) 
3. DipHE Nursing moving to BSc (Hons) Nursing programme in year three – completing with a BSc (Hons) Nursing and professional qualification (3 years full-time (3))

4. DipHE Nursing (Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants) - completing with a Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing and a professional qualification (2 years)

5. DipHE Nursing (Accelerated programme for Graduate Entrants) with Top-Up to BSc (Hons) Nursing - completing with a Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing and professional qualification (2 years) and a BSc (Hons) Nursing (3 years).

6. DipHE Nursing (Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants) moving to BSc (Hons) Nursing and professional qualification (2 years)

7. DipHE Nursing (Modified Branch Programme) completing with a Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing and professional qualification (1 year).

Description of the Pathways and Programmes

4.1
DipHE Nursing

4.1.1
DipHE Nursing (Full-Time) (1)
Students on this programme complete with a Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing and a professional qualification in three years. Students undertake a minimum of 4,600 hours of theory and practice over a period of three years comprising 2,300 hours of theory and 2,300 hours of practice.  Figures 1-4 Modular Framework, pages 16-19 indicate the modules of theory and practice that comprise this programme. All modules are taken at level 5.
4.2
DipHE Nursing (full-time) with Top-Up to BSc (Hons) Nursing (2a)
Students on this programme complete with a Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing and a professional qualification in three years and a BSc (Hons) Nursing in four years.  Students undertake the three year programme outlined in Figures 1-4, pages 16-19, during which they study one module in year three semester one and both modules in year three semester two at level 6. If they achieve 90 credits at level six they are eligible to register for the 30 credit level 6 module (Figure 5, page 20) during their post qualifying year. If they successfully complete this module they are eligible for a BSc (Hons) Nursing.

4.3
DipHE Nursing (full-time) moving to BSc (Hons) Nursing programme in year three (3a)
Students on this programme complete with a BSc (Hons) Nursing and professional qualification in three years.  Movement to year three of the BSc (Hons) Nursing programme at the end of year two is subject to availability of commissioned places (see 5. ‘Movement from the DipHE Nursing Programme to the BSc (Hons) Nursing programme’, below) and successful completion of year 2 modules.
4.4
DipHE Nursing (Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants) (4)
Students on this programme complete with a Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing and a professional qualification in two years.  Students with a degree of classification 2:2 or above, would undertake the same modules as those validated for the branch programme of the DipHE Nursing. Prior to commencement they would fulfil identified pre-course requirements and a minimum two week introductory programme of theory and practice (see Figures 6-9, pages 21-24 for module outline). A designated programme leader will monitor the progress of these students and support them through this programme.

4.5
DipHE Nursing (Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants) with Top-Up to BSc (Hons) Nursing (5)
Students on this programme complete with a Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing and professional qualification in two years and would be eligible to undertake their final year at Level 6 and attain a BSc (Hons) Nursing in three years. Students would undertake the DipHE Nursing (Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants) outlined in 4.6 and if they complete 4 modules at level 5 successfully they would study one module in year three semester one and both modules in year three semester two at level 6. If they achieve 90 credits at level 6 on completion of their DipHE Nursing they would be eligible to enrol for the BSc (Hons)Top-Up programme in their post-qualifying year (Figure 5, page 20). If they successfully complete this module they are eligible for a BSc (Hons) Nursing.

4.6
DipHE Nursing (Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants) moving to BSc (Hons) Nursing in year two of their programme (6)
Students on this programme complete with a BSc (Hons) Nursing in two years. Movement to the final year of the BSc (Hons) Nursing  programme when they have achieved 120 level 5 credits (end of first year of their programme) is subject to availability of commissioned places (see 5. ‘Movement from the DipHE Nursing Programme to the BSc (Hons) Nursing programme’, below) and successful completion of 4 modules at level 5.
4.7
DipHE Nursing (Modified Branch Programme) (7)
Students on these programmes complete with a Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing and professional qualification in one year.  Students who are registered on another part of the Nursing and Midwifery Council Professional Register are eligible to enrol on a one year DipHE Nursing Programme to complete with a professional qualification in a different branch of nursing.  Their prior professional registration and academic award enable them to fulfil the APEL requirements of the University and enrol on the programme and they are deemed to have Advanced Standing under the requirements of the NMC.

Pre-requisites for enrolment are:
· Evidence of a recent study skills programme or study at level 5
· A minimum of six months experience, either clinical or exposure to the client group in another capacity.

Students will undertake pre-course activities and a two week introductory programme and will then undertake modules in the DipHE Nursing full-time programme as follows:
· Adult Nursing students will undertake the modules of year two semester one and year two semester two of the DipHE Nursing: Registered Nurse (Adult Branch) (see Figure 10, page 25) 

· Mental Health Nursing students will undertake the modules of year two semester two and year three semester one of the DipHE Nursing: Registered Nurse (Mental Health Branch) (see Figure 11, page 26)

· Learning Disability Nursing students will undertake the modules of year two semester two and year three semester one of the DipHE Nursing: Registered Nurse (Learning Disability Branch) (see Figure 12, page 27)

· Children’s Nursing students will undertake the modules of year two semester two and year three semester one of the DipHE Nursing: Registered Nurse (Child Branch) (see Figure 13, page 28)

All students undertaking the Modified Branch Programmes will fulfil the NMC proficiencies for entry to the professional register.  A designated programme leader will monitor the progress of these students throughout the programme.

5.
Movement from the DipHE Nursing Programme to the BSc (Hons) Nursing Programme
Students wishing to pursue pathways three and six will need to consider the financial implications of changing from a non-means tested to a means tested bursary for their final year. Students will be provided with information about pathways three and six during year 2 semester 2 to enable them to consider their choices.  The number of places available for students to move from the DipHE programmes to the final year of the BSc (Hons) programme will be determined by the availability of places on the course and successful completion of 4 modules at Level 5 during year 2.

Criteria have been developed to enable students to be selected for pathways three and six should the number of applicants exceed the number of places available.  These criteria will be available to all students during year 2 semester 2.  Students wishing to pursue a nursing degree who apply, but are not selected for the final year of the BSc (Hons) Nursing programme, may be eligible to undertake the BSc (Hons) Top-Up programme subject to successful completion of year 2. If selected students will need to achieve 90 credits at level 6 during the final year of their DipHE Nursing: Registered Nurse Programme in order to be eligible to enrol for the Top-Up programme.

Students who pursue level six studies and fail the academic standard in a module at level 6, have the opportunity to revert to level five and complete with a DipHE nursing award and professional qualification.

· To ensure that education is centred on the practice of nursing in a multi-professional care setting and will equip students with the necessary knowledge and skills to achieve fitness for practice, purpose, award and professional standing

In addition the Top-up BSc (Hons) Nursing programme aims:

· To prepare a practitioner who is able to actively participate within changing healthcare contexts and who is capable of applying enhanced analysis, synthesis and decision-making skills using best available evidence.

· To acknowledge and build upon the knowledge, skills and experience of first level nurses who wish to transfer to another part of the NMC Professional Register for Nurses, Midwives, and Health Visitors.

BRANCH STRUCTURE

The Branch is part of the University’s Undergraduate Modular Scheme.  The credit rating for the award of DipHE is a minimum of 240 credits, i.e. 120 credits at level 1 and 120 credits at level 2. Credit ratings are as follows:

In the final two semesters of the programmes all modules are written at level five and level six. Students choosing to study at level six must undertake one module at level five and one module at level six in the first semester and both modules at level six in the second semester. In the first semester students will be able to choose which module they undertake at level five.

NB. Students are not eligible to undertake all modules in the final two semesters of the Diploma programme at level six and exit with a BSc (Hons) Nursing as the configuration of the Diploma level 5 and level 6 modules do not meet the requirements of a BSc (Hons) degree. In order to achieve a BSc (Hons) degree they must complete the Top‑Up programme.

· Social Sciences – Psychology and Sociology

· Communication studies

· Information Technology

· Research Methods and Applications

· Health Promotion and Teaching

The Annual Plan and Modular Frameworks for the Branch are presented in the following pages.
The theory/practice modules enable the emphasis on practice in the programme to be made explicit and valued through the accreditation process.  Consultation with students has identified that two thirty credit modules (double modules) within a semester are more popular than up to four fifteen credit modules (single modules). Whilst the number of theoretical assessments is reduced the amount of student effort remains the same.

BRANCH REFERENCE POINTS

1. Nursing Philosophy

The purpose of nursing is to make a positive difference to the health and well-being of individuals, their families and society; good nursing makes people feel better. Registered Nurses practise within a variety of health and social care settings and work with a diverse range of colleagues to achieve their purpose. Nursing work takes place within a complex and constantly changing care environment.

The unique contribution Registered Nurses make to the delivery of health and social care is in their concern for the patient or client’s point of view, as well as seeking solutions to their problems and meeting their needs. Registered Nurses pay attention to every aspect of human well-being, treating people as subjects rather than objects. Through the use of interpersonal skills, Registered Nurses bring about positive change where help, healing, recuperation and improvement are needed.
Registered Nurses influence lives through their ability to empathise with others at the same time as using evidence-based practice and research to inform their clinical decisions and judgements. Registered Nurses instil trust and confidence through the creation of intimate relationships with the people they serve.

2. Programme Philosophy

The contemporary healthcare environment poses a challenge for the development of current and future nurse education, in which nurses must acquire the knowledge, skills and attitudes to provide safe and holistic care for all service users.  This curriculum has been developed to meet the Standards of Proficiency required by the Nursing and Midwifery Council (NMC 2004) and the requirements of Kingston University. It is informed by Government Policy, other strategic initiatives and local service delivery plans, as well as the developing Knowledge and Skills Framework (DH 2004). It has benefited from recommendations made by professional, patient/service user, and carer groups.  The purpose of this curriculum is to communicate the values, knowledge and skills of nursing and to achieve this it recognises that:

· Contemporary nursing must reflect the dynamic and diverse nature of society

· Nursing, therefore, has to adapt to the patient/service user so that care can be given wherever or however it is needed

· Nurses must be able to demonstrate the ability to work in partnership with service users and those engaged in health and social care delivery supporting inter-professional working.

· Nurses must demonstrate critical thinking, problem-solving and reflective skills essential to complex professional practice

· Nurses must be supported and encouraged to engage in lifelong learning

It is essential that recruitment strategies encourage widening participation to facilitate a diversity of student contribution in the delivery of the curriculum.  There must be flexible modes of delivery, personal development pathways, well supported practice based learning and teaching experiences, and strong partnership between education and practice.  

This curriculum has been designed to be student friendly whilst acknowledging the needs of the patient/service user and carer as the focus of all nursing, health and social care delivery. Most significantly it builds upon the established strengths and the fundamental values that nursing has traditionally held and what has been known to be effective in the past in enhancing the quality of care.  Ultimately its core principle is to develop practitioners whose practice is patient/service user led and who will instil trust and confidence and make a positive difference to people’s lives.

3. Consultation

A Partnership Implementation and Evaluation Group was convened to monitor the implementation and evaluation of this programme.  Membership included representatives from Trusts, PCTs, the Independent Sector, and students. The group focused upon evaluation from practice colleagues to inform proposals for change

· Students through the Staff Student Consultative Forum, Student Representative Meetings and Student Survey.

· Service Users-through the School of Nursing User Consultative Forum. This forum meets regularly and contributes a valuable perspective to curriculum development and implementation.  
· A Partnership Implementation and Evaluation Group was convened to monitor the implementation and evaluation of this programme.  Membership included representatives from Trusts, PCTs, the Independent Sector, and students. The group focused upon evaluation from practice colleagues to inform proposals for change.

The Branch has been designed to take account of NMC Competence Requirements for Pre-Registration Nursing Programmes (NMC 2004), the UKCC Commission Report Fitness for Practice (1999) and the QAA National Qualifications Frameworks for Higher Education (Academic and Practitioner Standards QAA 2001). Learning Outcomes have been mapped against the Academic and Practitioner Standards (QAA 2001), the Standards of Proficiency (NMC 2004), and the Knowledge and Skills Framework (October 2004).

The curriculum framework draws upon the guiding principles on which the NMC requirements for programmes leading to entry to the Professional Register as a Registered Nurse are based (NMC 2004) These principles underpin the curriculum design content and organisation to ensure that all Academic and Practitioner standards (QAA 2001), and Standards of Proficiency (NMC 2004) are achieved.

· Provision of client centred care

· Management of Care

· Adherence to the NMC Code of Professional Conduct (NMC 2004)

· Lifelong Learning

· Quality and Excellence

· Ethical and Legal obligations

· Respect for individuals and communities

· Evidence based practice

· The changing nature of Health and Social Care.

This framework underpins the knowledge, skills and attitudes required and is embodied in the domains outlined in the NMC Standards of Proficiency (NMC 2004) that have been used to categorise curriculum content namely:

· Professional and Ethical Practice

· Care Delivery

· Care Management

· Personal/Professional Development

The programme has been written to reflect contemporary health and social care practice and allows for the development of indicative content and course delivery to ensure that changes in nursing practice can be incorporated during the period of validation.

G.
TEACHING AND LEARNING STRATEGIES

The Teaching and learning strategy of the Faculty of Health and Social Care Sciences is based upon the Kingston University Learning and Teaching Strategy (2003/5) which focuses upon three key areas:

· Learning, teaching and assessment

· Student support and guidance

· Implementation

The strategy has the following goals:

· To enhance the quality of the student learning experience by creating a supportive and inspiring learning environment through all stages of the student life cycle in which the value of knowledge and its creation is recognised 

· To support the development of the curriculum to provide relevant and challenging programmes including provision for work-based learning and continuing professional development 

· To improve the students’ experience of assessment by ensuring that assessment methods are appropriate to test learning, formative assessment opportunities are integrated into the learning experience, effective assessment guidelines are provided to students and effective feedback is given 

· To recognise and build on the skills, resources, community and personalisation afforded to students through the Internet and web-based and personal technologies. 

· To ensure that appropriate and innovative use is made of educational technologies, supported by on-going staff development and evaluation of new initiatives 

· To ensure that appropriate support, within and beyond the classroom, is available for all learners including undergraduate, postgraduate, home and international students, students with disabilities and those in the workplace 

· To encourage creativity in the use of both existing and new learning and teaching space enhanced by supportive staff development 

· To be informed by the student voice through regular feedback through module review, ISRs, faculty staff/student consultative committees 

· To enhance the quality of teaching by extending opportunities for research informed practice 

· To support the professional development of teaching and those who support learning including colleagues in partner institutions 

· To reward excellent teaching through University teaching 

The proposed teaching and learning strategies take account of several key factors; the widening entry gate for admission to  the programmes, the demands of the profession to prepare students who are competent and fit for practice, the  curriculum philosophy, as well as the educational drive towards student centred learning.  In order to facilitate both learning and pastoral support for students on the programmes, a non-credit bearing module has been introduced to run throughout the programmes. As the name indicates, this module will carry no academic accreditation, but will act as a vehicle for sessions relating to pastoral support, remedial numeracy and literacy work and support for blended learning.

As part of this support system all students in the first year of their programme will be able to:-

· Attend drop-in sessions with Pastoral Support Lecturers (Personal Tutors) to discuss personal issues

· Access support from the Academic Tutor with regard to literacy and numeracy (Academic Skills Centres)

· Access optional sessions related to use of computers and software / Kingston University’s Learning Management System (Blackboard) / Learning Resource Centres etc

· Utilise material on StudySpace to develop study skills

The teaching strategies aim to prepare students who are life-long learners, active problem solvers, who are able to think critically and practice competently - this is important in a health care environment where there is an increasing proliferation of knowledge, change in direction and where clients are presenting with multiple complex problems. 
The Client Case Study Group

In smaller groups, the students will discuss client care studies and critical incidents. This strategy will enable students to develop the skills of reflection, analysis and decision-making. The strategy will also provide an opportunity for the development of the students interpersonal and communication skills through their shared interaction. The lecturer will facilitate the discussion and enable the reflection and analysis, summarising the outcomes and the process of learning.

Discussion Groups

The formal discussion group strategy will be used in the small group setting. The discussion method will enable students to pool ideas, encourage student participation, and challenge individuals thinking. Through this the students’ communication and analytical skills will be developed. 

Clear teaching guidelines will be given at the commencement of the discussion. The lecturer will supervise the discussion group to enable the quieter students to participate and ensure the discussion remains focused. 

User Forums Discussion/Debate

Users with specific experiences of different illness will be asked to contribute and participate in discussion and debate, identifying their experiences of being a user within the health care system and describing issues and factors that influenced their care and their view of the health professional role in relation to the nursing care they received. This particular strategy has been further developed in the present curriculum.

Patient Journey Days are used to develop insight into the needs of clients with specific medical issues. Examples of these are: the cancer client, the client with coronary heart disease. These days provide the opportunity to involve voluntary support groups and users perspectives in the delivery of care.  Other health care professionals also contribute to the days so that students can gain insight into the roles of the multi-professional care team. 

Experiential Learning Groups

Particularly in the Mental Health branch programme experiential learning has been utilised to enable students to understand the dimension of group dynamics, the development of self awareness and interpersonal skills.  This strategy will continue within the Mental Health branch, the other branch programmes will develop this strategy. Skilled lecturers will provide the opportunity for reflection on and in learning- challenge to self and reactions to others.

Guided Study
Guided study will form part of the blended learning strategy; this will occur in small groups or be undertaken by the individual student. Guided study sessions will be planned, aims and learning outcomes stated, guidelines and references for each learning activity would be given. Tutorial support will be available. This strategy will encourage independence in learning; students will receive immediate feedback and will be able to consult lecturers for further help by email tutorials or face to face tutorials. 

Lectures
This strategy will be used to facilitate learning within the large group situation. Lecturers will outline the key concepts and current research within the subject area. Aims and learning outcomes for each lecture will be in the module handbook and discussed at the beginning of each session. A range of audiovisual resources will be used in complementing the lecture. Clarification, synthesis and analysis of the presented material will be encouraged through pre planned questioning, discussion and debate.  A summary of the lecture and relevant references will be given at the end of the session.

Project Groups 

Projects will be undertaken either by an individual student or by a small group of students. The topics will be negotiated – the aims of the project will be clarified, it is expected that projects will encourage the development of teamwork, foster the ability to work together, and enable the development of individuals’ confidence. Following the completion of the project students will be encouraged to present the project to the wider group – through this activity development of the students’ presentation, communication and teaching skills will occur. This teaching method will be particularly applicable within the branch programmes. 

Independent Project Work (BSc (Hons) Top-up and BSc (Hons) Nursing) will enable individuals to undertake an investigation of a scientific/practical issue following critical appraisal of the research literature.  

Role Play

This strategy will be used to develop the students’ communication, analytical and problem-solving skills. The method will also enable students’ to apply new knowledge. Case scenarios and the roles will be clearly defined. A time of reflection and discussion will follow each role-play, enabling the student to extract ideas, determine their own learning through analysis of the situation.

Simulations

An imitation of some aspect of caring/nursing and life in an authentic environment using service users as role players will be provided usually within the skills laboratory. Roles will be designated and the whole simulation will be supervised to ensure safety. A period of student reflection will follow each simulation to enable student to identify key concepts, skills and processes.

Seminars
Student-led seminars, as well as teacher led seminars, will be used in smaller groups. The seminar topic will be published with relevant papers, before the commencement of the session. This will enable the students to extract their own ideas and questions about the subject area, thereby offering the students the opportunity to demonstrate participation in the seminar.

Skills Sessions will develop the students’ clinical and interpersonal skills as well as reinforcing the theoretical components of learning. Practical skill sessions will involve short presentations, demonstrations, observation and practice under supervision in a simulated environment. This requires the use of equipment, models, measurement and data handling. Skills acquisition will be recorded in students’ professional portfolios.

Tutorials

These provide a forum for discussion between small groups of students and the lecturer.  This approach will allow the exploration of complex issues and fosters the development of critical appraisal skills. It will provide an opportunity to address specific problems students may have in relation to the theoretical and practice elements of the course.  Students will be notified of independent reading required in advance of tutorials.

Workshops will be used to explore and debate key concepts, fostering integration of theory and practice.  Short presentations, followed by group-work discussions and feedback will provide students with an opportunity to present verbal arguments, practice presentation skills and lead/facilitate discussions. In the branch programme and the top-up BSc clinical workshops will be established that bring together students, clinical and academic staff.

Reflection

Reflection will provide an opportunity for students to explore their experiences. Students will be encouraged to critically assess the content and processes of the learning and practice experiences. This will include technical, social, political and economical aspects of practice. Critical incident analysis will be part of this learning method; this will occur within the classroom and practice settings. Through this strategy the student will develop questioning, critical thinking and problem-solving skills. Students will be encouraged to maintain a portfolio of evidence summarising the reflective activities.

Learning Contracts

This is an active form of learning which will require the student to negotiate goals for a specific aspect of learning in relation to the module outcomes. Students will negotiate with the lecturer specific goals according to their identified learning need – this will help the student to develop the skills of time management and independent study skills.

Concept Mapping will be used to develop the students’ critical thinking and problem-solving skills. Concept mapping will help students to connect the meanings of the concepts, therefore grasping the whole, as opposed to a series of facts, in which the students may be unable to make connections. Concept mapping will also enable students to sort out the complexities of client situations by the comprehensive analysis of assessment data and care planning.

Blended Learning

This is a mixture of learning strategies including face to face teaching situations and e-learning. E-learning and the more traditional form of learning are truly blended and interdependent. E-learning will utilise the facilities of StudySpace and web based activities. Tutoring resources will be available through e-tutoring and off line group tutorials. In addition, distance and open learning packages will further promote independent student learning activity. During the development of these activities the guidelines of quality in the QAA Code of Practice: Collaborative Provision and Flexible and Distributed Learning (October 2004) will be adhered to. Computer and IT skills will be taught early within the course so the students can actively and confidently participate in this learning activity.

These self-directed, student centred learning activities will enhance the students’ confidence; develop lateral thinking and the skills of investigative enquiry, thereby promoting within the student the ideals of becoming an independent life-long learner.
StudySpace – Learning Management System

Parts of this programme will be delivered utilising StudySpace to enhance and support student learning. Computer based learning strategies are well documented in the literature. Students entering this programme will be introduced to computer technology early in their programme – they will be encouraged to be self directive and student centred in their learning activities, thereby promoting life long learning. The module outlines developed for this programme will be available to the student via StudySpace.  Also, reading lists and links to websites and journal articles will be incorporated onto the StudySpace system via Cinahl.  In addition, students will be able to access relevant learning activities reflective of the module content; examples of these include videos of their simulated experiences in the skills laboratory, interactive material, biological programmes, worksheets, MCQtests, exercises and group work.

Modules which are primarily delivered via the use of StudySpace will reflect the identified learning outcomes of the module.  Extended learning activities used to complement the content, which may have been delivered in the past in a more traditional manner, will also be available.  For example activities can be focused to extend students to level 6 work.

The use of StudySpace will also enable conferencing activities via chat rooms and discussion boards and provide the opportunity for immediate feedback to students. Students can access announcements regarding the organisation of the module via the StudySpace system.  All programmes will be designed according to the QAA benchmark standards and piloted before general use by the students

Problem-Based Learning (PBL)
Shared learning within some of the modules of the Common Foundation Programme is based on the principles of PBL.  There is considerable literature on the benefits of PBL on the professional curriculum.  Savin-Baden (1997) suggested that PBL helps bridge the theory-practice gap, encourages students to construct knowledge for themselves and to be ‘active creators rather than passive receptors of knowledge’.  It also aids retention of knowledge gained through application to real problems.  Nursing lecturers contributing to the course will be experienced in this learning strategy and staff development opportunities are available to all staff to enable them to develop new methods of teaching and learning.

Interprofessional Learning

Shared learning opportunities have been identified as taking place between nursing disciplines (interdisciplinary) and between student nurses and other professionals (interprofessional).  Interprofessional learning will involve any combination of nursing, midwifery, medicine, physiotherapy, radiography, and social work.

Over recent years the Faculty of Health and Social Care Sciences has developed a number of initiatives in shared learning between professional groups, notably the unique “Common Foundation Programme”, which is taken by students of medicine, radiography, physiotherapy and nursing (BSc (Hons) Nursing).

The strategic intentions of the Faculty are to develop shared learning using opportunities made possible by our adjacent sites, and common clinical placements. Robust organisational relationships exist, there is strong institutional leadership enthusiastic to develop and sustain a culture of interprofessional education, and there is evidence of rapid developments and success. However, the size of the student cohorts requires a clear strategy to maximise opportunities.

The Faculty aims to ensure that all students participate in one of the following experiences:

· Teaching and learning in practice through interprofessional tutorial groups led by liaison teachers. These will take the form of clinical workshops and will take place in a range of settings including the skills laboratory, primary care settings. 

· Engagement in the multidisciplinary teaching ward in one of the PCTs.

· Simulated Learning within the skills laboratories is a further opportunity for multiprofessional learning.  As an example nursing students, medical students, pharmacists, paramedics are involved in simulated scenarios with role players.  These days are structured to represent the reality of healthcare practice.
Student Support

A variety of support mechanisms are available to students throughout the programme. These include local provision of pastoral support and support with learning, and the support provided centrally by Kingston University and St George’s, University of London.

These central services include financial support for students on the NHS Bursary, health care services (including counselling), support for students with disabilities and accommodation. Students can self-refer to these services or can be referred by staff in the Faculty. English language support for speakers of other languages is also available

Pastoral support is provided by Pastoral Support Lecturers/Personal Tutors. Students are allocated to a named member of academic staff who will be available to provide support related to personal issues and refer the student on as appropriate.

Support with literacy and numeracy is provided in a number of ways – through the use of blended learning, through optional drop-in sessions and through the Academic Skills Centre. A diagnostic assessment undertaken early in the student cycle identifies if there is a need for particular support in these areas. Identified students are then invited to attend the Academic Skills Centre in order to improve their skills.

The Senior Lecturer, Student Support co-ordinates the provision of pastoral support for students. Close links are maintained with the university’s central services, the Occupational Health department and other essential services in ensuring adequate support is available to students

The Accelerated Graduate Entry Programme and Modified Branch Programmes will have designated programme leaders who will monitor the progress of students throughout their period of registration.

Practice-Based Learning

There are a number of challenges to learning in practice within a practice based curriculum for pre-registration students.  These include the changing context of health and social care delivery, the drive for quality, national standards and local flexibility, working and learning in partnership, and developing skills and competencies that enable students to be fit for practice, purpose and award. The issue of fitness for purpose is particularly challenging as the geographical area covered by the Workforce Development Operational Group (WDOG) of the SHA has an ethnically, culturally and demographically diverse population profile with varied health and social care needs.  To ensure fitness for purpose, the learning in practice opportunities must reflect this diversity

Working in partnership with the WDOG of the SHA through the development of a service reference group has facilitated the meeting of these challenges utilising a process that has influenced the shape, structure and content of the curriculum both in theory and practice.  Strategies have been developed that will enable continuing support for the development of learning opportunities throughout the programme.  These include a working group that consists of representation from all stakeholders to focus on clinical experience and the development of learning opportunities.

The Branch Board includes service representation and will encourage debate and make decisions on issues related to learning in practice. The staff student consultative committee also feeds into this arena. The emphasis on learning in practice and the need to maximise all available learning opportunities is emphasised in the following ways:

· The curriculum reflects the integration of theory and practice in the outcomes of modules. The Faculty and WDOG of the SHA have worked together to develop these outcomes in the context of fitness for practice and purpose and the available practice learning opportunities. The outcomes are based upon the NMC Standards of Proficiency (NMC 2004).

· The curriculum identifies the nature, aims and learning opportunities required for the range of practice experiences needed across the Programmes.

· The curriculum has been developed to allow for the achievement of learning outcomes in a variety of care settings. Decisions regarding allocation of students will be based on matching the learning needs of the students with the learning opportunities available within the practice setting. During the CFP of the Diploma Programme (full-time and part-time) and the first year of the Adult Branch programme , theory and practice have been divided into two tracks enabling half of the large cohort to be undertaking theory whilst the other half is in practice and vice versa.  This will enable learning opportunities in practice to be maximised and reduce group size within the larger branch programme and CFP.  Extensive discussion with key stakeholders has been undertaken to facilitate this configuration of theory and practice.

· Placements within a care setting will be of no less than six weeks duration. Students will be encouraged to maximise the learning opportunities available to them within their placement or by accessing areas complementary to their placement, e.g. following a patient through a surgical care pathway including out-patients, ward, theatre, recovery and return to the ward. There will be equity of learning opportunities for students in order to fulfil the requirements of the NMC and the EU Directives, and the range of experience in hours will be recorded.

· The programme is Proficiency-driven, student–centred and ‑facilitative. The acquisition of skills will be facilitated by learning and teaching in the skills laboratory in addition to their clinical placement. Students will be encouraged to maximise their learning opportunities and where appropriate to identify additional or ‘value added’ skills that they can develop within their care setting. There will be an emphasis on portfolio development and the provision of evidence by the student to demonstrate the achievement of outcomes, competencies and skills.

· Students will have learning opportunities earlier in the programme both within simulated and care settings. These opportunities will be branch specific enabling the students to focus upon relevant client groups.

· Students on the three year full-time and the Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants will have a period of supervised practice in the last fifteen weeks of their programme. This practice experience will provide a transitional period from student to qualified nurse. The experience will have clearly identified practice outcomes. Students will demonstrate the achievement of these through the assessment of practice. 

· The partnership between the Faculty and the SHA both at strategic and local levels, will enable the planning, mapping and forecasting of practice experience for students, which is crucial to the successful implementation of the programme.

· There is a clear communication strategy between students, Faculty and service staff focusing upon the nature and outcomes of practice experience. A strategy has been developed to facilitate the identification, development and monitoring of new practice placements and opportunities. 

· There is a clearly identified support strategy for students to support learning in practice. 

Meeting European Union directives

The NMC Standards for Proficiency (2004) reflect the requirements of the European Union when they indicate a need for all students undertaking a pre-registration adult branch nursing programme to receive “practical instruction” about their chosen branch and also about nursing related to child, mental health and maternity care.  This requirement will be met for all pre-registration students on the three year full-time and the accelerated programme for graduate entrants, through specific modular content and the development of patient/client pathway days.

These days will consist of group activities, videos, the opportunity to meet members of different client groups through the service user forum and other appropriate activities.  Similar activities will also occur in the skills lab where simulations which enlist the help of service users are currently being developed. The outcomes of these activities will be demonstrated and documented within a log book maintained by the student.

H.
ASSESSMENT STRATEGIES

The continuous assessment scheme has been developed in partnership with all stakeholders. The overall strategy reflects national standards, the learning and practice outcomes of the programmes and takes account of the preparation, support and workload of mentors, assessors and lecturers. The needs and diversity of the students undertaking the programme have been considered in the design of the strategy.

The assessment scheme is designed to reflect the NMC Standards for Proficiency (NMC 2004) and the NMC Code of Professional Conduct Standards for Performance and Ethics (NMC 2004), these are integrated within the learning and practice outcomes for the programmes.
The aim of the assessment scheme is to ensure that the student will be able to practice proficiently and confidently as a first level nurse, in their chosen branch of nursing.

The assessment strategy is integral to the teaching and learning processes and incorporates strategies of self-assessment, formative assessment and summative assessment. The assessment scheme encourages students to focus on the learning processes and application of knowledge and skills in practice – for students to view the assessment process as an undistinguished part of the mural of learning 

The assessment scheme has a variety of strategies, reflecting the diversity of the students’ learning styles, culture and previous experiences of education and practice.   

1.
The Developmental Framework 

The assessment framework is based on the concept of development steps – this is integral within the assessment strategy. Key stages of expected personal and professional development will be identified. The stages will provide the student with a driving force directed at achievement in their learning and professional development, thereby encouraging the ideals of the life long learning process. Each stage will also provide the opportunity for the student to reflect on their progress (self assessment) and receive feedback from the key players within the teaching and learning milieu.  This developmental framework integrates formative, summative and self assessment and encourages the development of critical thinking and reflection.
2.
Assessing Student Performance

Assessment of theory and practice will be continuous and a range of assessments will be used to assess integrated theory and skills focused practice outcomes of individual modules. 

Modular outcomes are derived from the overall programme outcomes, guiding principles, and transferable skills of the programme.

The framework for assessing theoretical work is a taxonomy based on the work of Bloom (1956), and Kingston University Undergraduate Modular Scheme (UMS). Each theoretical assignment has specific assessment criteria. A set of grading criteria developed for UMS using SEEC descriptors is expressed as levels of knowledge and understanding, analysis, synthesis and evaluation in academic assignments.  This enables academic work to be graded identifying and measuring the standard and levels of performance and consistency of marking across disciplines and modules.

The main elements of the assessment strategy are:

1. Assessment of theoretical elements of modules

2. Achievement of practice outcomes and standards for proficiency

3. Acquisition of core skills (identified within a record of skills) plus “added value” skills

4. Achievement of snapshot assessment

5. Achievement of specific professional practice proficiency.

3.
Practice Assessment

Discussion and consultation with the key stakeholders have identified a series of drivers in relation to practice assessment:

· To meet the requirements of Fitness for Practice Purpose and Award, thereby ensuring the protection of the public

· To consider the Knowledge  and Skills Framework (DH Agenda for change  2003)

· To consider the role and responsibilities and workload of the mentor and the student

· To develop a robust  and valid assessment of practice strategy, maximising  the use of existing, well evaluated  assessment tools, whilst minimising the impact of  failing to  fail (Duffy 2004)

· To develop strategies to maximise the support available to mentors in practice

· To consider the use of  service involvement in the assessment process

· To adhere to Kingston University Regulations

The practice assessment strategy contains elements of the scheme used for the current programmes. Responding to the identified drivers the strategy has been modified and developed. Through this development, an increase in the validity, rigour and robustness of the strategy is predicted. Additional strategies have been incorporated including a ‘snapshot’ and Clinical Skills Assessment of the students practice progress 

4.
Key Elements of the Practice Assessment Strategy

Professional Conduct (part of scheme for current programmes)

Emphasis is placed on the monitoring of professional attitudes, values, behaviours and conduct within each area of practice experienced by the student.  This is reflected in the development of a professional practice proficiency that must be demonstrated in each practice experience with evidence of unprofessional conduct treated as an automatic first attempt fail in practice irrespective of the stage of the programme. This documentation will take the form of a Portfolio of Learning and will form a major piece of assessed work providing evidence of achievement in practice

Record of Skills
The skills focused outcomes of the integrated modules reflect activities that are undertaken as part of the module and can be assessed as learning occurs e.g., core skills within the skills laboratory.  However, assessment of core skills will mainly occur in the practice setting and be assessed by practice assessors. Students will be required to provide evidence for the integration of the knowledge, skills and competence demonstrating professional judgement and experience. To maximise the learning opportunities available, students can also identify “added value” skills outcomes, which they are able to achieve in addition to the core skills outcomes. Core skills competencies are also assessed within the parameters of the module assessment process
Once a skill is successfully achieved there is no requirement for re-assessment although the skill may be revisited and the student may express further learning and demonstration of advancement in competence.

Standards of Proficiency

For each practice experience specific standards of proficiency will be identified for the student to achieve. Students will demonstrate that they have observed, practiced and attained the standard. Mentors will be asked to provide written evidence of their overall decision of student attainment or lack of achievement in the standard.  It is envisaged that this additional evidence will increase the reliability and validity of the assessment tool 

Snapshot Assessment 

At the end of each programme year a ‘snapshot’ of the students’ progress in practice and the development of skills will be required. The snapshot will provide a single picture of the students’ attainment – this snapshot will be taken as a single one off assessment.
Snapshots will take the form of either an communication snapshot within the Faculty (year 2 semester 2) or observation of the student in the practice setting undertaking the delivery and management of care.  In the latter assessment mentors will be asked to provide evidence of how their decisions have been made thereby increasing the reliability and validity of the assessment tool 

Students reach the required level of expertise at each progression point.

Portfolio of Learning

Documentation of evidence from Students of their reflection on practice and achievement of the above strategies will be included within the portfolio of learning.

5.
The Theoretical Assessment

Throughout the programmes a broad range of theoretical assessment strategies have been designed to ensure student achievement of the learning outcomes of each module. Examples of these include multiple choice examinations, scenario based assignments, presentations and reflective exercises, projects and essays.

Each module handbook will present clear assessment guidelines indicating requirements for a Pass – relevant references, appropriate reading material and recent research will also be highlighted within the module handbook and will be supplemented during the teaching process.

Students will be required to achieve a pass in each assignment. In the case of failure the student will be given a second attempt. In accordance with the Kingston University, regulations for assessment mitigating circumstances can be presented before the actual date of the assessment (Kingston University Guidelines on Mitigating Circumstances available at:

Student Progress

Students on the three year full-time and the accelerated programme for graduate entrants, have the opportunity in year 2 semester 2 to review their performance and, if they have successfully completed year 2, take modules at level 6, enabling them to have sufficient credits to undertake a 30 credit  ‘top-up’ to BSc (Hons) Nursing in their post qualifying year. Alternatively these students may have the opportunity to join the BSc (Hons) Nursing programme in their final year and complete with a degree and professional qualification at the end of that year.

Summative assessment tests the achievement of learning and practice outcomes within modules or at the end of the course.  These marks contribute to the final award.

Data concerning the student’s personal, professional and academic progress and development will be obtained from self-assessment through profiling, reflection and practice documents; peer-assessment through group projects and feedback; and from clinical supervisor/lecturer assessment through observation and feedback, in response to written and verbal assignments and presentations and  personal tutorials. The portfolio of learning will be used by the student to aid their reflection of progress during the developmental stages of review and to develop their skills for application for positions upon qualifying.

ENTRY QUALIFICATIONS

1.
Entry Qualifications for Full-Time 

The minimum academic entry requirements for the full-time Diploma programme are normally met by:

a. 5 GCSEs to include English Language, mathematics and/ or Science at grades A – C

b. QAA-recognised Access to Higher Education certificate

c. NVQ  Level 3 in direct care

d. Other equivalent qualifications

The qualifications listed are the qualifications most commonly held by applicants to the Branch. (See Table 1, section 2). Applications are encouraged from applicants who hold equivalent qualifications. Diversity of prior student achievement is a recognised and valued element of the programme.

2.
Entry Qualifications for the Accelerated Graduate Entry Programme:
a. A minimum of a first degree, classification 2:2 and demonstrating understanding of nursing as a profession in interview.

3.
Entry Qualifications for the Modified Branch Programme:
a. Registration on a part of the Nursing and Midwifery Council Professional Register (ref. Standard 4)
b. Evidence of undertaking a recent study skills programme or having studied at level 5
In addition to the minimum academic entry requirements listed, all short-listed applicants will undertake a selection exercise consisting of a comprehension and numeracy test. This assessment will ensure that the applicant meets with NMC numeracy and literacy requirements.

Typical Commencement Data for Entrants to the Branch

For very many of our students, they are the first family member to enter Higher Education and as such, they do not have the cultural capital to draw upon that the “traditional” “A” level school-leaver might have.
In order to help prepare students from non-traditional backgrounds, throughout the academic year, the School provides Study Skills Days to all students who are offered a place on an under-graduate nursing programme. Attendance is not compulsory, although during the selection process, a student may be recommended to attend the event. The purpose of the Study Skills Day is to help students prepare for studying in Higher Education prior to the programme. The Study Skills Days have been funded by the South West London Strategic Health Authority. They are taught by Faculty staff and take place on Saturdays.

In a safe and supportive environment, the Study Skills Day gives students the opportunity to:

· meet current students and discuss their experience of studying nursing

· meet academic staff who provide under-graduate nursing programmes

· become familiar with university teaching styles and the Learning Resource Centre

· discuss successful strategies for achieving in HE

· attend a numeracy lecture

· practise critical reading skills

· review a variety of study skills texts

· network with each other thereby reducing an element of anxiety associated with joining a large group and making friends

To further help students prepare for the programme, a pre-enrolment study package has been designed by the staff who will be teaching and supporting students in the first year of the programme. The aim of the package is to encourage students to prepare proactively for learning in Higher Education. It will be sent to students 2 months before the programme commences.

L. APPROVED VARIANTS FROM UMS/PCF

1.
Introduction

All students must follow the approved programme of academic work and nursing practice experiences appropriate to their chosen programme. Students undertaking the 3 year full time or part time programmes, must satisfy all assessment requirements of those programmes in order to progress from the Common Foundation Programme to a Branch Programme and to be eligible for the award of the Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing (Dip HE Nursing).

2.
Awards

Students undertaking the 3 year full time programme who successfully complete the Common Foundation Programme and a Branch Programme are eligible for the award of the Dip HE of Kingston University and recommendation to the NMC for registration on Part 12, 13, 14 or 15 of the Professional Register for Nurses, Midwives and Health Visitors dependent upon the programme studied. Students who successfully complete the Accelerated programme for Graduate Entrants or the Modified Branch Programme are eligible for the award of the DipHE of Kingston University and recommendation to the NMC for registration on Part 12, 13, 14, or 15 of the Professional Register for Nurses, Midwives and Health Visitors dependant upon the programme studied.

Students who terminate their studies before the end of the course are eligible for the award of credits under the Kingston University Credit Accumulation and Transfer Scheme for those modules successfully completed.

Students on the 3 year full-time programme who terminate their studies following successful completion of the Common Foundation Programme are eligible for the award of Certificate of Higher Education in Health Studies.

3.
Registration

Students must register on an approved 3 year full time programme, Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants, or Modified Branch Programme of study leading to a Dip HE Nursing/Registered Nurse Parts 12, 13, 14 or 15 of the Professional Register.

The 3 year full-time programme will normally consist of a maximum of four 30-credit modules for the Common Foundation Programme and eight 30 credit modules for the Branch Programmes. The Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants will normally consist of a maximum of eight 30 credit modules.  The Modified Branch Programme will normally consist of a maximum of four 30 credit modules.

The minimum period of registration on the Dip HE programme is 156 weeks or 3 years for the 3 year full time programme, 104 weeks or 2 years for the Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants, and 52 weeks or 1 year for the Modified Branch Programme.

The maximum period of registration on the 3 year full time Dip HE programme is 260 weeks or 5 years, 260 weeks or 5 years for the Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants, and 156 weeks or 3 years for the Modified Branch Programmes

Within the minimum and maximum period of registration on the programmes students must fulfil the course requirements of Kingston University and the NMC for registration on Parts 12, 13, 14 and 15 of the Professional Register for Nurses, Midwives and Health Visitors.

4.
Duration of the Programme and Student Attendance

For the 3 year full-time programme, the Common Foundation Programme is designed to be completed in one year of full-time study and integrated nursing practice experiences and the Branch Programme in 2 years of full-time study and integrated nursing practice experiences. 

Students must attend all elements of academic and practice modules in order to fulfil the statutory requirements of the NMC for Registration on Part 12, 13, 14 or 15 of the Professional Register for Nurses, Midwives and Health Visitors and the requirements of Kingston University.

5.
Interruptions during the Course

The Common Foundation Programme and Branch Programme must be completed within the maximum period of registration on the programme (5 years) (NMC, 2004).

Interruptions during the course shall be taken as a continuous period inclusive of the first day of absence regardless of any single or composite reason.

Where the interruption is more than 21 days but less than six weeks, this should normally be completed prior to the end of the Course Programme.

Should it be necessary for a student to interrupt her/his attendance on the Programme for a period of more than six weeks (missing 225 hours of the programme), either in composite periods of leave, or in a single period of leave, the student may be discontinued from the programme. Where the period of interruption is more than six weeks in total, students may apply to re-register and rejoin the programme at an appropriate point.
The individual circumstances of each student will be considered by the Programme Assessment Board regarding decisions and eligibility to re-register and rejoin the Programme.

6.
Assessment

The assessment regulations are as specified in the Kingston University Undergraduate Modular Scheme Regulations.  The regulations conform to the regulations of the NMC.  Variations from the UMS Regulations relating to the Dip HE Nursing are specified below*

UMS 5.3
Maximum number of Modules which may be re-assessed at Level 5 *

Three year full time, part time and Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants

· A Programme Assessment Board may allow re-assessment in a maximum of eight failed modules (i.e. 120 level 5 credits)  Students who fail more than eight level 5 modules will have no further opportunity for re-assessment and will have their registration terminated. Students who pass a module on re-assessment will be awarded grade D-.

Modified Branch Programmes

· A Programme Assessment Board may allow re-assessment in a maximum of four failed modules (i.e. 60 level 5 credits). Students who fail more than four level 5 modules will have no further opportunity for re-assessment and will have their registration terminated.  Students who pass a module on re-assessment will be awarded grade D-

· Assessment of performance in nursing practice will be conducted by mentors in practice who have undertaken an NMC approved programme of preparation in teaching and assessing in clinical practice, or its equivalent, NMC Standards of Proficiency (NMC 2004).

· A student may be re-assessed once in each assessment of nursing practice.

7.
Compensation for failure

Compensation applies only to academic elements of modules.

Compensation will not be applied when:

· The assessment/examination is assessing an area of knowledge required to be tested under NMC outcomes for entry to Branch or proficiencies for entry to the professional register NMC Standards of Proficiency (NMC 2004), and which has not and will not be sufficiently tested elsewhere in the course programmes

8.
Viva Voce Examinations

The Programme Assessment Board and External Examiners have a right to examine by viva voce in addition to the assessment regulations specified in this document.

This is normally only offered once during a programme either at the end of the Common Foundation Programme or at the end of a Branch Programme. This form of assessment may be used:

a. To determine difficult or borderline cases;  such additional assessment being used only to raise and not to lower a student's marks;

b. As an alternative or additional assessment where valid reasons for poor performance have been established.

9.
Progression from the Common Foundation Programme to Branch Programme (the following applies to the 3 year Full-Time and the Part-Time programmes)

A formal progression point will occur at the end of the Common Foundation Programme.

Students must complete 1,533 hours of Theory and Practice during the Common Foundation Programme in order to progress to a Branch Programme.

To be eligible to proceed to a Branch Programme a student must complete and achieve a pass 40%, Grade D- in all of the academic elements of each module and demonstrate the required level of competence in all assessments of nursing practice thus meeting the outcomes identified by the NMC for entry to a Branch Programme NMC Standards of Proficiency (NMC 2004).

The Programme Assessment Board will determine the suitability of students to proceed from the Common Foundation Programme to a Branch Programme.

Where a Programme Assessment Board determines that a student may not continue/progress, credit will be awarded for modules that have been awarded a pass grade.

10.
Completion of a Branch Programme (the following applies to the 3 year Full-Time and the Accelerated programme for Graduate Entrants)

Students must complete 2,300 hours of both Theory and Practice during the 3 year Programme.

Students must achieve a pass (at 40%, Grade D- or above) in all of the academic elements of each module and demonstrate the required level of proficiency in all assessments of practice within a Branch Programme thus meeting the proficiencies identified by the NMC for entry to the Professional Register NMC Standards of Proficiency (NMC 2004).

Application for registration with the NMC cannot be made until all requirements of the course are successfully completed.

10.1
Modified Branch Programmes

Students must complete 1,533 hours of both Theory and Practice during the Modified Branch Programmes.

Students must achieve a pass (at 40%, Grade D- or above), in all of the academic elements of each module and demonstrate the required level of proficiency in all assessments of practice within the Modified branch programmes thus meeting the proficiencies identified by the NMC for entry to the Professional Register NMC Standards of Proficiency (NMC 2004)

Application for registration with the NMC cannot be made until all requirements of the course are successfully completed.

10.2
Bachelors Degree with Honours (top-up): Progression Regulations

Only those students who have achieved the following pattern will be automatically able to apply for the BSc (Hons) Top up programme.

· 150 Level 5 credits, of which at least 90 credits have been passed at first attempt.

To be eligible for a Bachelor's degree with Honours (top-up) a student must have achieved at least 120 Level 4 credits plus at least 150 Level 5 credits plus at least 120 Level 6 credits.

The calculation of the Honours classification will be based on the best four Level 5 modules plus all Level 6 modules (twelve modules, 180 credits) in accordance with UMS Regulations Classification based on 360 credits.

For those students who were registered for programmes at level 5, 6 in 2009/10 and those students who were direct entrants to level 6 in 2010/11 the award will be based on  Version A of the Undergraduate Modular Scheme and will be calculated using
· the award points score taken from 180 credits: the best 60 credits at level 5 or above, plus all 120 credits at level 6 or above; or 

· the grade profile in the best 60 credits at level 6 or above 

Version A regulations continue to apply to these students until the end of 2013/14. Any student who was registered at level 5, 6 in 2009/10 or a direct entrant to level 6 in 2010/11 who has not completed by 2014/15 will transfer to Version B at that time. 
For those students who were registered for programmes at level 4 in 2009/10 and those who have entered the University from 2010/11 the calculation of the honours classification will be determined using the following algorithm

· the average percentage mark based on the best 105 credits from 120 credits at level 5 multiplied by a weighting of 0.2 
· plus the average percentage mark based on the best 105 credits from 120 credits at level 6 multiplied by a weighting of 0.8 
within the following framework: 

· an overall result of 70 – 100% First Class honours 

· an overall result of 60 – 69% Upper Second Class honours 

· an overall result of 50 – 59% Lower Second Class honours 

· an overall result of 40 – 49% Third Class honours

The Programme Assessment Board will determine the suitability of students for the award of a Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing and make recommendations to the NMC for entry to Part 12, 13, 14 or 15 of the Professional Register.

Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing 3 year full time programme

· To be eligible for this award a student must have achieved at least 120 level 4 credits and 240 level 5 credits.

With Distinction

· To be eligible for a Diploma of Higher Education with distinction, a student must have achieved at least 120 level 4 credits and 240 level 5 credits and scored a minimum of 120 points from the level 5 modules.

Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing Accelerated Programme for Graduate Entrants.

(Variation from UMS Regulations)*

· To be eligible for this award a student must have achieved at least 120 level 4 credits (by accreditation of prior learning) and at least 240 level 5 credits

With Distinction

· To be eligible for the Diploma of Higher Education with distinction, a student must have achieved at least 120 level 4 credits (by accreditation of prior learning) and 240 level 5 credits and scored a minimum of 120 points from the level 5 modules.

Diploma of Higher Education in Nursing Modified Branch Programmes.

(Variations from UMS Regulations)*

· To be eligible for this award a student must have achieved at least 120 level 4 credits (by accreditation of prior learning) and 240 level 5 credits
With Distinction

The aims of the Key Skills framework are 

To ensure that students have the opportunity to acquire the skills necessary to underpin critical thinking.

To equip students with academic problem solving skills.

 To enhance students’ employability and lifelong learning potential.

To ensure that students are aware of and can articulate the skills they have acquired during their time with the University.

Introduction

The university has adopted a minimum specification of key skills for all honours degree graduates. There are five key skill categories: communication, numeracy, information and communication technology, teamwork and independent learning. In most of these categories there are subdivisions as shown on the following pages. Column 1 describes the subdivision and stages 1 to 3 provide a guide for staff as to how students might progress to the generalised minimum requirement (stage 3) through intermediate stages (1 and 2). Stage 1 has been designed to build upon key skills outcomes in the 16-19 curriculum. Each of the generalised statements will need to be contextualised within a discipline and simpler learning outcome statements will be developed for inclusion in programme specification. Finally, implementation notes for Branch teams will be added to this guide in due course.
