SECTION2: THE PROGRAMME

A. Programme Introduction
This programme is designed to provide the background skills and knowledge required of international students aiming to progress on to degree courses at Kingston University.  The programme is thorough in its approach to the preparation of international students, not only for undergraduate studies but also for post graduate studies at Kingston University and other higher education institutions in the UK.  Students follow a common core of four modules, namely, Academic English, Study Skills, Research Skills and a Specialist Subject Pathway relevant to their chosen degree at university.   The Academic English module was accredited by the British Council in September 2011.

Experience of university lectures and study facilities is actively encouraged through a ‘progression programme’, arranged in collaboration with Kingston University although it is the responsibility of individual students to follow up on these opportunities once an initial introduction has been made.

 This link to Kingston University allows students to reflect upon their own personal experience of study in a university environment so they are better able to adapt to an HE environment when they begin their undergraduate studies. 

Previous students and external examiners have commented enthusiastically on both the relevance of the course to higher education studies and the variety of motivating materials and teaching methods, which equip students with what they need to begin life and study at university.  In addition to the specific language skills and subject knowledge they acquire, students’ confidence in expressing themselves in English improves rapidly and their ability to adapt to life in the UK and life as a student is greatly increased.  Past students have progressed to undergraduate and post graduate courses at Kingston University or courses at other institutions such as the universities of Bristol, London, City and Surrey. 
B. Aims of the Programme
The main aims of the field are to:
· provide an opportunity for 9international students to develop oral and written language skills to communicate their ideas clearly and succinctly in English to a level appropriate for level 4 higher education work.

· equip students with a solid knowledge base of a specialist subject to enable them to participate actively on entry to level 4 of their higher education course

· ensure students’ basic  mathematics, IT  and academic study skills are sufficient to participate in higher education studies alongside home students

· equip students with the research and data handling skills and techniques required to investigate topics related to their studies, particularly their specialist subject pathway, and produce an extended written report and oral presentation in front of their tutors and peers.
C. Intended Learning Outcomes
The programme provides opportunities for students to develop and demonstrate knowledge and understanding, skills and other attributes in the following areas.  
The programme outcomes are referenced to the Ofqual  (September 2011)subject benchmarks for level 3  (GCE A Level) studies  http://register.ofqual.gov.uk and the Framework for Higher Education Qualifications in England, Wales and Northern Ireland (2008), and relate to the typical student.

The Transferable/Key Skills fall within the seven categories defined within the University’s ‘KEYS’ Skills Framework for undergraduate and postgraduate courses.  The course incorporates all categories of skills within the programme specification, together with evidence relating to where they are facilitated and how they are to be assessed.  Skills are progressed as appropriate for the discipline and level of the student.

	   The range of learning and teaching strategies includes:

· Use of a variety of authentic and specially prepared materials in a variety of media (text, audio, visual- TV, film) texts, including the explicit teaching of grammar and lexis to develop understanding of appropriacy and genre. Classes will involve lecture style sections, group work, discussions and supervised self study.
· Delivery of ideas/materials in the specialist pathway in English, utilising lectures, discussion groups and self study

· Directed study of primary texts in small groups and in 1:1 tutorials, establishing awareness of own strengths and weaknesses to develop the skills and strategies needed for study in a higher education environment in the UK
· Directed study of specific texts leading to the collection, selection, evaluation of ideas and information for presentation to others via reports and formal oral presentations of a synthetic nature.

D. Entry Requirements
Minimum entry qualifications for the programme are:

The course is open to students who:

· Are non-EEA nationals
· Are aged 17 or over on 31 August in year starting the course

· Have successfully completed post GCSE, senior secondary education, as specified by NARIC 

N.B. Applicants from countries whose pre-university education systems do not allow students to obtain qualifications beyond GCSE A-C will be eligible for admittance, subject to agreement with the receiving faculty at Kingston University.  Typical qualifications included in this category are listed below in section 2.

· Provide a satisfactory reference from most recent school or employer

· Wish to follow a KU degree course for which a suitable pathway subject is available

E. Programme Structure

This programme is offered in full-time mode, and leads to the award of (KU FCIS).  Entry is normally at level 3 with AS or other pre-A level or equivalent qualifications (See section D, point 2 above).  Transfer from a similar programme is possible but is at the discretion of the course team.  Intake is normally in September.

Successful completion of the KU FCIS:

To pass the KU FCIS, students are required to obtain an overall minimum score of 40% in each of the four modules (i.e. 120 credits), including passes (a minimum of 40%) in the EAP module with no element (listening, reading, speaking, writing) at less than 40% for successful completion.

Progression to Kingston University:

Students who have passed the course will need to meet the progression tariff set by the various university faculties and schools in both the academic and English language modules in order to progress on to their chosen Kingston University programme.

	


F. Principles of Teaching, Learning and Assessment 

The whole course is taught in English as the successful learning of language involves regular and extended contact with the target language via competent users and authentic examples of both written and spoken forms.  The contact with a range of specialist humanities and social science disciplines is via some or all of the study methods associated with those disciplines, namely lectures, seminars, guided self study and teamwork.

Students will have access to the college’s VLE resources and the LRCs of both Kingston College and Kingston University.

There is an explicit expectation that students will develop and use a measure of learner autonomy and responsibility through independent study, usually closely related to classroom activity and tasks.

Assessment is made though a variety of tasks including:

· Comprehension exercises

· Essays and reports

· Oral presentations 

· Self evaluation and journal tasks

· Timed examinations

G. Support for Students and their  Learning

Students are supported by:

Students have access to all Kingston College’s learning support schemes, including the LRC staff and resources

and welfare services.  Additionally all KU FCIS students have access to scheduled twice weekly 1:1 academic/pastoral tutorials and an ad hoc drop in service where necessary.  Kingston University liaison officer provides additional support, principally with 1:1 tutorials related to the Independent Research Project in term 3 and progression issues.

There is a full-time international office at the college for help with accommodation and visas.

I. Employability Statement 
Students are expected to continue their studies on completion of the course.  However,  they are encouraged to progress to Kingston University if they meet the progression criteria and others are supported in their applications to a variety of UK and overseas HE institutions.  To this end, a programme of progression activities is offered with the participation of the Liaison officer.  The programme includes visits to lectures in their chosen higher education courses, guided tours and access to Kingston University LRCs and its VLE, the provision of 1:1 tutorials for guidance with research projects, talks by the liaison officer and an invitation to join all Kingston University student events.

Students who pass the KUFCIS, but fail to achieve the required progression grade in any module, Core, Pathway Specific Option, will be allowed a maximum of two opportunities to re-sit the module assessments (examination or coursework) but these opportunities must fall within the maximum period for registration, that is, two years. The student re-sitting may opt, following discussions with the Course Director, either to submit new examination/coursework or carry over his/her existing marks. Students who improve their mark on a re-sit will be allowed to carry forward the improved mark without its being capped, and this improved mark will appear on the student’s final transcript. A student passing a module on a re-sit will receive the 30 level 3 credits for that module.
