SECTION2: THE PROGRAMME

A. Programme Introduction
Politics at Kingston offers a comprehensive and critical questioning of the assumptions upon which political beliefs whether about the ideal polity, the best way to live or the correct analysis of political reality are based. Politics is concerned with developing a knowledge and understanding of government and society. A focus on the interaction of people, ideas and institutions provides the basis for understanding how values are allocated and resources distributed at many levels, from the local through to the sectoral, national, regional and global. Politics is about who gets what, when, how, why and where and raises related questions of power, justice, human rights, order, conflict, legitimacy, accountability, obligation, sovereignty, decision-making and governance.

Kingston Politics students engage in careful theorising, empirical investigation and comparative studies. Our programme provides them with detailed examinations of various political systems, global political structures and it equips them with an array of methodological approaches to their understanding. Teaching is research-led and consequently delivered with passion and engagement.
Politics at Kingston University encourages students to employ a range of methodologies and research strategies including historical research, use of contemporary media (film and music eg.), textual analysis, structured, semi-structured or unstructured interviews and discourse analysis. Politics draws upon knowledge bases of cognate disciplines such as International Relations, Human Rights and History. Its particular strength lies in Area Studies where we offer choices including Latin American Politics, Middle Eastern Politics, African Politics, European Politics, Chinese and Indian Politics and Balkan Politics – some at both second and third year level.
As a part of a wider School of Economics, History and Politics and a Faculty of Arts and Social Science Modular scheme Kingston’s Politics programme articulates well with many other disciplines where students benefit from cross-disciplinary approaches.

On successful completion of the Politics degree all students will have developed an understanding and ability to apply political and social theoretical frameworks to the world around them. Beyond this knowledge and understanding of their academic subject students will also have acquired generic intellectual skills and life-time transferable skills.

Features of the Field

Politics is offered as a Minor, Half and Major Field.  The Field is based on a dynamic configuration of specialist expertise in area studies, political philosophy, cultural politics and human rights.  It sits alongside a Full Field in Politics and International Relations (incorporating elements of Politics, Human Rights and IR Half Fields). D. Entry Requirements
The minimum entry qualifications for the programme are: 240-360 points at AS/A2 level – including a minimum of two 6-unit awards at A level (or equivalent) depending upon combination selected.

Equivalent qualifications and experience. Applicants from the following backgrounds are also encouraged to apply and where appropriate will be interviewed:
· Mature students with prior relevant experiential learning;

· International students with relevant and comparable qualifications

A minimum IELTS score of 6.5 or equivalent is required for those for whom English is not their first language.

E. Programme Structure
This programme is offered in full-time/part-time mode, and leads to the award of BA (Hons).  Entry is normally at level 4 with A-level or equivalent qualifications (See section D).  Transfer from a similar programme is possible at level 5 with passes in comparable level 4 modules – but is at the discretion of the course team. In exceptional cases, we may take entrants into Level 6 if they have the requisite credits from a similar programme at another institution. Intake is normally in September.

Work-based learning, including sandwich programmes
The programme embeds an exciting choice for students in their final year; all students will research and write either a Dissertation or a work-based advanced research project. The work-based advanced research project may be based on a work placement in an appropriate organisation (e.g. Amnesty International, V.S.O., etc.) or it may be policy oriented with students seeking to make the widest possible contacts with relevant organisations. It is expected that such contacts and networking will be of great assistance to students seeking employment after they graduate.

F. Principles of Teaching Learning and Assessment 
The design of the learning and teaching experience for students is based upon the over-riding aim to create a sense of active and productive participation in an academic community committed to developing knowledge and understanding of politics in the broadest sense. A key element in the structuring of this experience is the building of a sense of membership in the discipline of politics through its knowledge base, normative order and the activities of political actors, governments , social movements, non-governmental organisations, and international agencies on a national and global scale. This is achieved through teaching and learning strategies at all levels which enable students to develop their knowledge and skills as they progress from Level 4 to successful completion of Level 6. 

Students at Level 4 will be introduced to basic ideological concepts in PO4004 Another World: Order & Revolution in Politics. This module is also our study skills module which will help inculcate a sound basis in essay writing, preparing presentations, locating and using source material, referencing, producing a balanced argument, and organising and synthesising information. PO4004 is delivered in field workshop weekly study sessions managed by Personal Tutors drawn from the field teaching team. Delivery is via a weekly one hour lecture, a weekly one hour seminar, and a bi-weekly small group meeting with a Personal Tutor. Students will be encouraged to seek one-to-one meetings with their Personal Tutors during Office Hours should they need particular guidance or support. Additional support is provided through a system of presentations from and referrals to CASE, ICT specialists and subject specialist librarians. In PO4001: UK History & Politics students will be introduced to historical and contemporary material which assists their understanding of the development of democratic institutions. 
As students progress to Level 5 learning outcomes become more demanding – requiring students to be more analytical and less descriptive, while developing a more independent approach to their studies.  The syllabi at Levels 5 and 6 offer students the opportunity to develop their analytical and theoretical skills. If we imagine L4 to be about gaining basic knowledge and skills so they can engage in argument about the issues they study, then L5 is about honing these skills to enable them to debate, while L6 enables students to engage in critical analysis and reflective thought. Students are expected to become mature independent learners by the guidance offered within our teaching and learning strategies.  To illustrate, PO5001: Modern Political Thought concentrates on political ideas and concepts, while PO5003 will apply concepts and methodologies to area studies. At Level 6, PO6002 (Advanced Research Project in Politics) – or the 60 credit pathway PO6000 + PO6001 – will offer students the opportunity to demonstrate their independent study skills via a choice of a traditional academic dissertation or an applied research report: this is our capstone project. The Research Project modules will include taught classes in research methods and reading groups associated with their research topics. This reveals a planned progression between the taught modules of Levels 4 and 5 and the research culture and independent study being encouraged at Level 6.
The course team aims to enable students to develop a sound knowledge of the subject and at the same time equip them with a range of analytical skills through a combination of lectures, seminars, workshops, individual supervision by Personal Tutors and specialist supervisors, team project work, literature reviews and the encouragement of individual research.
All students are registered for their individual modules on StudySpace for accessing module materials, notice boards and participating in discussion boards. Students are encouraged, for example through precise rubric on assessment assignments, to draw on a wide range of resources: primary and secondary texts, journal and journalistic sources, film and fiction and websites. Staff are receptive and supportive of new approaches to virtual and e-learning and are keen to enhance the student experience by the deployment of new technologies. We are also keen to explore how the personal tutor system might be strengthened by the use of Skype – subject to the availability of University resources and technical support.
In Kingston’s Politics programme students learn through:
 Speaking, listening, reading and writing  

Engagement with printed, oral, broadcast and electronic media

Group and individual work

Observation, participation and reflection.
From Level 4 to Level 6 learning outcomes are developmental – assisting students to become more critical and less descriptive in their responses to assessments. This is facilitated by regular feedback from staff – both written and oral. Feedback and feed forward are provided in lectures, in seminars, via email, on assessment feedback sheets, in Personal Tutorials and – for Level 6 students – on Feedback day.

Assessment strategies as a whole are designed to test learning outcomes. Consistent and constructive feedback is an integral element in the assessment strategy in so far as assessment is also a vehicle for learning. A wide range of assessment strategies is used in the field according to the requirements of our learning outcomes. Thus the more knowledge-based learning outcomes of Level 4 are assessed by portfolios and essays. As learning outcomes become more demanding then assessment strategies become more diverse at Levels 5 and 6. This is evident from the summary and table below.

Assessments used in the field include: 

· essays: to assess discursive writing skills and understanding of key themes in academic literatures;

· essays with critical bibliographies: to assess the range of literature available for the essay and to encourage the activity of critical review of literature;

· presentations: to assess communication skills through verbal, audio or visual accounts of academic topics and research work;

· group presentations: to assess not only the above skills but encouraging team work;

· portfolios: a collection of staged pieces of work to demonstrate progression in competences and understanding in the field of study;

· briefing papers: to assess students’ ability to;
· identify the audience they are writing for.

· be aware of the policy agendas their audience is working towards.

· identify general principles and issues raised in the particular case.

· identify and evaluate evidence underpinning claims.

· summarise and make recommendations for policy decisions.

· book reviews: to assess critical and analytical skills in academic writing and active reading; 

· unseen examinations: to assess breadth of knowledge and application of understanding to specific questions and to assess the ability to write coherently and concisely under conditions of time constraint;

· seen examinations: to assess the same skills as for an unseen examination but with an emphasis on depth as well as breadth of knowledge;

· research papers and dissertations: to assess the ability to plan, operationalise and write up a substantial, focussed piece of academic work and to assess the ability to construct and sustain a defensible thesis.

I. Employability Statement 

The Politics Course Team takes the future employment prospects of our graduates very seriously. This new programme builds on the experience we have with a work placement module (Level 5) and an internship module (L6) – and develops an exciting and challenging choice for third year students in future. We begin to focus on employability skills early in PO4004 when we ask students to prepare an up-to-date curriculum vitae and ensure students appreciate how many of their study skills (research, working to deadlines, making presentations, using IT applications, etc) are also essential for the world of work.  We encourage students to undertake exchange programmes during their second year – which broadens their experience and can help develop their language skills. At Level 6 we have a ground-breaking option within PO6000 wherein students can chose between a traditional dissertation or an applied research report (which may involve an internship). We are piloting the internship element in 2012-2013 and are making constructive links with organisations such as War on Want. The advanced research project in Politics will be either policy-oriented, organisational, or `action-research’ – any of which is expected to be a positive aid in the labour market post graduation. 
At faculty level we have an Employability Officer who organises conferences with employer organisations and advises students on work placements and internship availability. Politics graduates have tended to go forward to postgraduate courses in ever-increasing numbers - with Politics, IR and Law being popular choices. Our graduates can be found teaching Politics at a number of UK Universities. Others have obtained jobs at Liberal Democrat HQ, in journalism, and local government.
