SECTION2: THE PROGRAMME

A. Programme Introduction
The MSc in International Conflict seeks to respond to an increased demand for postgraduate training in the politics of international conflict. The nature of conflict in the contemporary world is increasingly complex.  Most common today are undeclared conflicts that are inter as well as intra state.  The kind of actors involved has changed significantly, and the sources of conflict have multiplied. We increasingly see conflicts caused by the movement of peoples or derived from the tensions caused by the questioning of existing nation-state boundaries, and global conflicts in the form of anti-globalisation movements and of organisations that use violence across the world to further their objectives. 
In this context, the MSc in International Conflict  sets out to transcend existing disciplinary divides  by building on a  trans-disciplinary approach combining  elements of traditional International Relations with elements of Conflict Studies that are necessary for an understanding and analysis of the dynamics of international conflicts as they occur in the world today. The modules focus on, and use a range of representative case studies and sets of typical issues that reflect the diversity of international conflict today, and involve problem-centred modes of coursework designed to engage students with real world and real time situations. 

The nature of international conflict means indeed that the nature of the threat faced by all citizens is uncertain and unpredictable.  This MSc course is then for those who are concerned to try and understand the nature of conflict in the contemporary world as engaged citizens as much as it is for practitioners or academics.  The course is designed then to equip  students with a critical insight into the relationship between traditional state, intra-state actors and international actors; the ability to evaluate new forms of conflict that can be usefully applied in real life and real time situations, as well as new methods of conflict management  and resolution; a practical insight into the preparation of analysis in formats that are useful in briefing policy makers or forming the basis for publishable outcomes; and, not least,  that they do these things with an awareness of the profound ethical issues that are raised by international conflict.
B. Aims of the Programme
The aims of the programme are to:

· Provide students with the tools to critically explore current scholarship, research and analyses so as to develop an in-depth knowledge and understanding of the nature and characteristics of international conflict in the contemporary world; 
· Develop critical awareness and advanced understanding  by students of the evolution and development of key ideas, competing theories and explanatory frameworks concerning international conflict , including  their ethical dimensions and the competing ideologies, systems of values and beliefs invoked by actors in such conflict; 
· Equip students with the means to use the appropriate processes, skills and methodologies to critically evaluate complex issues related to international conflict, and undertake a sustained piece of research at an advanced level about such conflict; 
· Allow students to critically explore the interdisciplinary dimensions of the analysis of international conflict, requiring the use and understanding of skills and tools from various social sciences such as Politics, Conflict Studies, International Relations, and International Political Economy.

PO7011 Research Skills and Dissertation/Project Proposal and either PO7010 Dissertation or PO7009 Applied Research Project.  All students will be provided with the University regulations.  Full details of each module will be provided in module descriptors and student module guides.

F. Principles of Teaching Learning and Assessment 
The teaching and learning strategy for this programme has been designed to take account of the KU Curriculum Design Principles. .  It arises from the aims of the programme and has to do in particular with the need for insuring the best student experience, through:  
a) Providing an in-depth knowledge and understanding of the various aspects of international conflict, studied through inter-disciplinary approaches of relevant issues and practical assessments of case studies;  

b) Thinking critically and reflectively about conflicts from a variety of angles and potentially competing perspectives; and to evaluate different claims, assertions and arguments, and the validity of evidence adduced to support them by a range of (often antagonistic) actors and agents 
c) Developing the requisite skills for careers where an understanding of the dynamics of international conflict is considered to be relevant and useful. 
The balance between these elements will vary across the different modules but the overall aim is to provide a coherent and integrated student experience with a fruitful and stimulating mix of different learning opportunities. 

The programme will be delivered by staff of the Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences. Members of staff include recognised specialists in: nationalism, environmental politics, terrorism, international conflict, international organisations, human rights, international political communication, international history and international political economy. Members of staff have also their own geographical specialism, such as African Studies, the Balkans, Latin America, the Middle East, etc. allowing an embedding of the curriculum in practical case studies and analysis. The programme will also benefit from the contributions of guest lecturers. These guest lecturers include practitioners working in various careers associated with international conflict analysis and management – such as journalism, diplomacy, the non-governmental sector, advocacy and lobbying – as well as academics and researchers with a specialist knowledge or expertise in a specific area of international relations.

Care has been taken to avoid assessment bunching. There are synoptic assessments in the first teaching block where students use research methods to evaluate sources in their main area of study.   

The strategy encompasses a range of different teaching methods:

· Lectures

· Seminars

· Debates

· Workshops

· Case studies

· Presentations

· Research preparation

Lectures will provide an overview of the relevant material, mapping out the terrain and identifying key issues and problems. They will draw on a range of academic disciplines, applying a variety of methodologies and perspectives to the consideration of critical issues and problems. These will be supported by seminars. These will provide students with an opportunity to clarify issues, raise questions, and engage in a critical dialogue with lecturers and fellow students through students-led debates, presentations and workshop-format small group activities.   Because the nature and scope of conflicts between states and also non-state actors, and their relevant impact in the contemporary political world, is often sharply contested, seminars will, therefore, be a forum for students to present different arguments to each other, and to learn how to respond to criticism from sometimes diametrically opposed perspectives.  The university’s VLE – Blackboard – will be made the most of as the depository of teaching material as well as the channel for further communication between students and teaching staff, and among students which enable new forms of collective deliberation. The VLE provides enhanced electronic communication at all levels.
Students will also be encouraged to draw on their personal or professional experience. It is anticipated that students participating in the programme will come from a wide variety of countries. They will be expected to share their insights and see each other as a vital resource, taking collective responsibility for their mutual learning. As a result, there will also be extensive opportunities for collaborative work, for students to draw on each other's knowledge, understanding and skills. To this end, the programme will aim at establishing from the outset a strong cohort identity.

To support this (in some sense normative) approach to learning, feedback will be given to students not only on assessment (see below) but also on the quality of discussion and debate in terms both of presentational and listening skills.  This feedback will take place in a number of ways: in seminar discussions, presentations and workshops; informally in individual and small group tutorials; and (where signalled explicitly in syllabi and module guides) in assessment of individual and group presentations. 
At the same time, there is a strong emphasis on independent learning, not only in terms of expectations about the amount and kind of learning that needs to take place outside the classroom but also in terms of research. Students will learn advanced research skills and methods, with the research methods module in particular being used to help them develop clear, viable and coherent projects for their dissertations. The second part of the Research Skills and Dissertation/Project Proposal will ensure continuous development of students’ research skills and prepare them for the Dissertation, a sustained piece of writing on a topic that should be of interest both to themselves and to those working in the field.

This programme supports students in developing their research and analytical skills, enabling them to reflect on theory and practice at a high level. This support is delivered in all of the modules through both teaching and class discussion. The programme also provides support in other areas. For example, students can take advantage of the work of the Faculty’s English Language Support Team and CASE.
The assessment strategies used in this programme are mapped appropriately against the teaching and learning strategy. They are designed to assess the development of students’ knowledge and understanding and of their skills in a variety of ways, and also to offer a set of stimulating challenges, a number of which reflect demands likely to be imposed on them in the workplace. Students will be expected to produce a number of traditional academic essays in the programme, but also to produce written work of a more tailored and professional nature. For instance, students will be required to produce reports, developing their ability to analyse information from a variety of sources, and to provide clear and persuasive recommendations. In the option module which come from other master’s programmes, such as International Relations, International Political Communication and Human Rights, students will have the opportunity to consider political issues relevant to conflict within a broader context. Likewise, there will, for example, be cases where students will make presentations to their cohort, requiring them to synthesise information and present arguments cogently and succinctly within an allotted timeframe. Elsewhere, they will use contributions to discussions and debates as the basis for written submissions, in which they can develop and polish their arguments in the light of oral feedback from both peers and tutors. 

Assessments seek to test students’ ability to explore, research, analyse and explain this, both independently and as part of a group.  Formative assessment takes place in seminars and class discussions – with formative feedback constantly provided – and summative assessment comprises individual and group presentations, critical essays, examinations, reports, portfolios and the Dissertation.
A major element of the master’s programme is the Dissertation. The assessment for the Dissertation draws on the knowledge gained throughout the programme. It is designed to test students’ understanding of international conflict in a piece of solidly argued, and well- documented research using a relevant conceptual framework. The flexible nature of the Dissertation is designed to allow students the opportunity to pursue particular interests and subjects so as to deepen their specialisation. The Dissertation will also test their capacity to work independently and produce a substantial piece of original, critical writing. 

Alternatively, students who are more practice-minded can engage with an Applied Research Project instead of the Dissertation. The Applied Research Project is normally preceded by some kind of work placement in which students engage with research activities of the chosen organisation. In pursuing the Project, students apply research skills and project management skills to their work. The Project will then be written up as the Applied Research Project Report which will be examined in place of the Dissertation.
G. Support for Students and their  Learning

The delivery of the programme is underpinned by the Personal Tutor Scheme in which the director of the programme acts as Personal Tutor to all students in the programme throughout the duration of the course. The Personal Tutor will, in the first instance, facilitate students’ induction to the programme and provide guidance in terms of module choice. During the delivery of taught modules, the Personal Tutor will maintain contact with his/her tutees through regular electronic exchanges,  timetabled teaching and scheduled meetings to discuss and review the students’ progress. By the combination of personal attention and encouragement to be an independent learner, the Personal Tutor Scheme will ensure to enhance the students’ learning experience and thus to facilitate to bring about positive results.

I. Employability Statement

On our programme, students will develop their written and verbal communication skills, through a mixture of traditional academic writing and practice-based reports and presentations. As important, students will continue to build their teamwork skills, emphasising not only leadership, but also the importance of knowing how to participate as a member of team, exchanging professional and personal experience and skills. Part of teamwork is knowing how to give and receive feedback, helping each participant to gain self-confidence. Another overall characteristic our programme seeks to develop is personal initiative. Through independent study, group work and participation in the many events hosted at throughout the year, students learn time-management, adaptability, accountability and commitment. We believe the way in which students conduct themselves whilst at University is excellent practice for how to behave whilst in employment.  Our programmes also prepare students for entry into employment through links with professional practitioners. Graduates of the MSc programmes taught in the School are developing careers in politics, international organisations such as the European Commission and the UN High Commissioner for Refugees, NGOs including Amnesty International and Greenpeace, government departments, public bodies and journalism.
