SECTION2: THE PROGRAMME

A. Programme Introduction
The MA Philosophy and Political Economy is a significant and distinctive interdisciplinary offering for Kingston University. It builds on established programmes in the disciplines of Philosophy, Politics and Economics and integrates them into a coordinated but multi-faceted programme. Since the dawn of the Enlightenment, it has been taken for granted by influential thinkers ranging from Hobbes, Spinoza and Marx through to Adorno, Foucault, Keynes and Hayek that critical analysis of society would inevitably involve an integration of a broad span of knowledge, skills and modes of analysis that in recent decades have been rigidly segregated into separate disciplines. This segregation has had beneficial aspects in the heightening of the level of analytical precision and knowledge base within the respective disciplines, but these gains have come at a high cost. The great issues of the day - economic and social inequality, the nature of work and exploitation in the contemporary world, ecological issues, the legacy of imperialism, international conflict and trade, the relation between national and transnational institutions, and comparable questions - are commonly discussed within separate disciplines from an ‘economic’, ‘political’ or ‘philosophical’ point of view reflecting only the concerns and critical literature internal to these disciplines. The results are often an eviscerated and sometimes redundant discussion within isolated fields. This new MA responds to a growing need, in a context marked by dramatic economic crisis, political uncertainty and philosophical disorientation, for a critical, informed re-articulation of these respective disciplines. 
Such an integrated approach is possible at Kingston because the offerings from the separate disciplines give students an introduction not only to orthodox but to critical approaches to the respective disciplines. The required offering from Philosophy, 'Critique, Practice, Power', provides a historical and philosophical introduction to Frankfurt School and French anti-humanist conceptions of critical theory. After introducing the field with reference to Kant's critical conception of philosophy on the one hand and Marx's critique of philosophy on the other, the module focuses on competing interpretations of the concepts of critique and enlightenment in Lukács, Horkheimer and Adorno, Althusser, Foucault, and one or two other more recent thinkers. The Economics offering also contains an important admixture of political and economic elements: ‘Political Economy: Effective Demand, Exploitation and Crisis’ promotes an understanding of key topics in current debates in Political Economy at an advanced level. It discusses models in the contemporary academic literature in Post Keynesian and Marxian theory and will cover issues of demand formation, unemployment, capital accumulation, and income distribution. The module offered from Politics, ‘International Political Economy’ examines the manner in which the global economic system has evolved and how it now operates, with special reference to developing countries, and gives an integrative approach to the modern discipline of political economy. In addition, students will be able to choose a fourth option from the field of Philosophy, with ‘Marx and his Legacy’ the recommended one. 
A series of extra-curricular interdisciplinary workshops of students with the relevant lecturer will play an important role in integrating the different disciplines. These meetings will discuss issues such as exploitation, freedom, commodification that have been analysed in the taught classes from one particular disciplinary viewpoint. The workshops are organised in conjunction with the dissertation module and are aimed at supporting student to navigate the discourses of three different academic disciplines. 

The dissertation reinforces the interdisciplinary nature of the degree. It will span and integrate the literatures associated with at least two of the three disciplines associated with the MA, and will receive supervision from a lead supervisor and secondary supervisor from different disciplines in order to facilitate this outcome. Students completing the dissertation will have demonstrated deep familiarity with key aspects of two of the relevant disciplines. A meeting takes place the first weeks of TB1 between the dissertation coordinator and students. The topics under consideration are general considerations in approaching a dissertation including topic selection, identifying and accessing literature and data sources, project planning and effective writing. All students are informed and given access to MA dissertation research preparation as it takes place in Philosophy, Politics and Economics and are expected to follow research training in one of these disciplines.


The course is designed to highlight the advantages of critical and interdisciplinary approaches to contemporary issues. As such it is ideally suited to prepare students for doctoral study and for modern working environments. Students emerging from this degree will have demonstrated a capacity to exercise a broad range of skills involving the different forms of analytical reasoning between and within the literatures of the respective disciplines and the diversity of research methodologies within them. In the individual modules, students will have demonstrated a grasp of the vocabulary and uses of language peculiar to each discipline and in the dissertation demonstrated a capacity to integrate them successfully. 
Students emerging from this degree will be exceptionally well equipped to take on decision-making responsibilities in the public and private sector calling for cognitive flexibility, critical thinking, and the ability to view a problem from a range of perspectives. They will have a detailed familiarity with the methods of argumentation, specialised vocabulary and range of concerns within each discipline and demonstrated a capacity to take a critical view as well as integrate these disciplines in the context of a substantial piece of research. Students completing the degree will also have demonstrated a capacity for further academic work in fields demanding broad knowledge and an interdisciplinary background. This course is expected to appeal to a wide range of international as well as home students desiring an integrated approach to problem solving and intellectual work.
B. Aims of the Programme
The educational aims of the MA Philosophy and Political Economy are to enable students to acquire and demonstrate:

· a capacity to engage in detail with major issues of general contemporary significance, for instance questions of freedom and power, inequality and exploitation, economic and political crisis, organisation and agency, modernity and temporality.

· familiarity with the methods of argumentation, specialised vocabulary and range of concerns within each of the respective disciplines 

· a capacity to take a critical view of each of these disciplines 

· the ability to compare and contrast the methodological approaches among the different disciplines with regard to a given research topic

· a capacity to integrate these disciplines in the context of a substantial piece of research.

C. Intended Learning Outcomes
The programme provides opportunities for students to develop and demonstrate knowledge and understanding, skills and other attributes as specified below. The programme outcomes are referenced to the QAA subject benchmarks for (undergraduate) Economics and the Framework for Higher Education Qualifications in England, Wales and Northern Ireland (2008), and relate to the typical student.

This field is part of the University’s Postgraduate Credit Framework. Fields in the PCF are made up of modules which are designated solely at level 7. Single modules in the framework are valued at 30 credits. The minimum requirement for a Postgraduate Certificate is 60 credits, for a Postgraduate Diploma is 120 credits and for a Masters degree is 180 credits. In some instances the Postgraduate Certificate or the Postgraduate Diploma may be the final award and Postgraduate Certificates and Postgraduate Diplomas may be offered to students who only complete specified parts of a Masters degree.

F. Principles of Teaching Learning and Assessment    

  

This field has  been  designed  to  take  account  of  the  KU  Curriculum  Design  Principles.   The  course utilises  a  wide  range  of  teaching  and  learning  methods  that  will  enable  all  students  to be  actively engaged  throughout  the  course.    Teaching and learning  methods  are  carefully  crafted  to  suit  the   content  and  the  learning  outcomes  of  each  module,  typically  using  lectures  to  ensure  that  students  have  the  key  knowledge  relating  to  the  module.    Through  a   variety  of  group  and  seminar  work,  practical  and  laboratory  sessions  students  are  then  given  the   opportunity  to  develop  more  individual  interests  and  personal  and  key  skills.
A  range  of  assessment  methods  are used to  enable  students  to  demonstrate  the   acquisition  of  knowledge  and  skills, which include the writing of extended essays, brief reports and summaries of material, practical exercises, as well as oral and group presentations. The assessment regime for  each  module  has  been  designed  to  provide  formative  opportunities  that  allow  students  to practice  and  to  receive  feed  forward  on  their  performance  in  preparation  for  summative assessments. Seminars are used for formative feedback on short reports, comments on outlines and early drafts of extended essays, feedback on oral and group presentations and feedback and correction of formative and summative problem sets and short questions in preparation for summative assessment.   

Several extracurricular activities support students learning experience and allow them to deepen their engagement with Philosophy and Political Economy. A series of extra-curricular interdisciplinary workshops with the relevant lecturers will help students to integrate the knowledge acquired from different disciplines. These meetings will discuss issues such as exploitation, freedom, and commodification that have been analysed in the taught classes from one particular disciplinary viewpoint. The workshops are organised in conjunction with the dissertation module and are aimed at supporting the student to navigate the discourses of three different academic disciplines. The Centre for Research in Modern European Philosophy (CRMEP) and the Political Economy Research Group (PERG) have seminar series, where students will be exposed to current and ongoing research in the area.

The development  of  academic  skills  is  threaded  throughout  the  course  and  assessed  both   formatively  and  summatively.    Monitoring of individual student progress takes place in the course of the programme through interaction with Personal Tutors and Dissertation Supervisors. The personal tutor scheme is designed to give each student on the graduate programme access to personal advice and consultation. At the time of induction in the MA course, students will be assigned a personal tutor who will be available to deal with any initial problems of orientation related to the course or the University.  They will meet together at an early stage in the programme and arrange consultation meetings to monitor academic progress throughout the period of registration.  These meetings will also be an opportunity for the tutor to receive feedback from students on any personal issues impinging on progress in the course and specific problems related to the course or individual modules.  The tutor will also offer guidance on the identification of an appropriate supervisor for the dissertation and will be available for consultation on dissertation issues not related to the specific topic, e.g. progress towards dissertation completion.  With regard to employment, tutors will offer advice on job search, e.g. appropriate web-sites for particular fields of employment, will be available to examine student CVs and job applications, and offer guidance on other staff members’ expertise and on university facilities and services.

Students in need of specialized assistance can receive additional support  which  may  come  via  the   Centre for Academic Skills and Employability (CASE)  or  other  tailored  support.    
All modules are supported by learning materials posted on StudySpace, the University's Virtual Learning Environment. As well as links to module guides and other organisation materials, and to in-house materials such as lecture notes, StudySpace links to external study materials provided by the Economics Network (http://www.economicsnetwork.ac.uk/resources) and commercial publishers, to simulations and animations and to sets of data for statistical analysis.

All students receive teaching and support in the use of standard business productivity software (word processing, spreadsheets, presentation management), bibliographic database programs, and a range of specialist software for statistical analysis.

Students will be actively engaged through online discussion, collaboration and contribution using tools such as discussion boards, blogs and wikis, delivered by both institutional tools and third party social media as appropriate.

H. Employability Statement 

The rich array of skills offered by the MA PPE is widely regarded as central for employment involving decision-making responsibilities in the public sector, including the civil service. The MA degree cultivates cognitive flexibility, critical thinking, and the ability to view a problem from a range of perspectives.  It also promotes the initiative necessary for the significant level of independent study, research and output undertaken on the degree, characteristics of especial interest in the private sector. Students will have developed and demonstrated the mastery of a wide range of cognitive skills, methods of argumentation, specialised vocabulary and range of concerns within each discipline. They will also have produced a broad range of responses to these different disciplines – from technical answers to analytical material to detailed historical and institutional analysis – in a wide array of forms, from short reports to extensive essays. The dissertation will demonstrate a capacity to integrate these disciplines in the context of a substantial piece of research. Students completing the degree will also have shown a capacity for further academic work in fields demanding broad knowledge and an interdisciplinary background.
Course tutors on the MA work with the Careers and Employability Service of the University, where appropriate, to offer advice to students. Often more apposite at this level is advice from and consultation with Dissertation Supervisors and Personal Tutors, who can offer guidance, most especially in their own field of specialisation, about appropriate paths to employment in both the academic and non academic sectors, in the latter case including NGOs and international agencies linked to the UN and ILO.  
This course is expected to appeal to a wide range of international as well as home students desiring an integrated approach to problem solving and intellectual work.
