SECTION2: THE PROGRAMME

A. Programme Introduction
The Master of Fine Arts in Journalism at Kingston University is the first course of its kind in this subject offered in the United Kingdom. Aimed at both accomplished industry professionals and Bachelors graduates with exceptional journalistic potential, the structured programme of study is designed to support students in the research, preparation and writing of a 40,000-word extended dissertation of publishable journalism. Built upon the foundations of the School of Humanities’ successful MAs in Journalism and Magazine Journalism, the course gives students the chance to further develop their skills and knowledge in sophisticated prose journalism within a nurturing academic community of accomplished full-time and visiting journalists and writers. There is also an exceptional opportunity to combine a career as a professional journalist with one as a lecturer in journalism by undertaking our Postgraduate Certificate in Learning and Teaching in Higher Education (PGCLTHE), in conjunction with the MFA. Candidates who take up this offer will be expected to help teach on one or more Level 4 (BA) Journalism modules during their time at Kingston - giving them an early opportunity to put their teacher-training into practice.   

All lecturers teaching on the course have extensive first-hand experience of journalism, publishing journalistic articles, non-fiction books and other texts to national and international acclaim. In addition, the Journalism department has working relationships with a number of media organisations, including Independent News and Media, Newsquest, Express Newspapers and Haymarket Publishing - editors and leading journalists from which may be involved in supervising dissertations. Examples of guest contributors have included campaigning journalist John Pilger, Channel 4 News anchor Jon Snow, Hugh Carnegie, editor-in-chief of the Financial Times and broadcaster Samira Ahmed. Students will benefit further from the journalism department’s production of print and online campus newspapers, including the award-winning River, the Kingston Courier, and Mouth, a magazine produced by MA students, all of which enhance professional engagement. 
B. Aims of the Programme
The aims of the MFA Journalism build upon the stated aims of the MA Journalism or MA Magazine Journalism - the programme for which MFA students will follow in their first year. Please refer to the validated course documents for the MA. In addition, the MFA aims to:

· create a supportive community of professional journalists and writers

· refine students’ skills of critical self-reflection within a journalistic context

· expand upon students’ knowledge of a range of journalistic and/or non-fiction texts 

· enhance students’ understanding and critical analysis of key, contemporary issues in journalism  

· enable students to produce an extended piece of journalism writing or a portfolio of written pieces to a professional standard.

	The range of learning and teaching strategies includes all those included in the validated documents for the MA Journalism and MA Magazine Journalism. In addition, second-year MFA students will benefit from a period of one-to-one supervision by an experienced member of the academic staff or a visiting tutor whose area of expertise is suited to the nature and subject(s) of their Advanced Dissertation Project.

	
	 

	Assessment strategies

	The assessment strategies employed in the Fields include the following, in addition to those specified in the documents for the MA Journalism and MA Magazine Journalism:  an extended 40,000-word journalistic text or portfolio of pieces destined potentially to be non-fiction book or a collection of pieces such as travel or investigative articles. The dissertation is complemented by a 4,500-word critical research log which students will begin at the start of the second year. As with the dissertation at the end of year one, the final structure of the dissertation leading to the MFA must be approved in advance by the course leader. Students will be supported through a mix of one-to-one supervision and peer-directed seminars and workshops, in which they will mutually critique each other’s work in progress.
 

	
	


D. Entry Requirements
The minimum entry qualifications for the programme are:

From Bachelor degree level: a good second-class honours degree or equivalent.


A minimum IELTS score of 6.5 overall (with 7.5 in the writing element), TOEFL 88 overall (with 27 in writing) or equivalent is required for those for whom English is not their first language.

E. Programme Structure

This programme is offered in full-time/part-time mode, and leads to the award of Master of Fine Art (MFA) Journalism.  Entry is at level 7 with Bachelor equivalent qualifications (See section D).  Intake is in September.

Professional and Statutory Regulatory Bodies

The National Council for the Training of Journalists (NCTJ) sets and accredits the external exams and portfolio element produced during the first year of the course for those who undertake the MA Journalism route. The Periodical Training Council (PTC) accredits the MA Magazine Journalism first-year route. 
E2.
Work-based learning, including sandwich programmes

Work placements are mandatory during the first year of the programme. Although it is the responsibility of individual students to source and secure such placements, there is considerable support from members of the departmental academic staff, who, as experienced practitioners in the field, between them have a great many industry contacts.  Placements allow students to reflect upon their own personal experience of working in an applied setting, to focus on aspects of this experience that they can clearly relate to theoretical concepts and to evaluate the relationship between theory and practice.

E3.
Outline Programme Structure

The first year of the programme is made up of four modules, each worth 30 credit points.  Typically a student must complete 120 credits in each year.   All students will be provided with the University regulations and specific additions that are sometimes required for accreditation by outside bodies (e.g. professional or statutory bodies that confer professional accreditation). F. Principles of Teaching Learning and Assessment 

Central to the activities of this supportive community of writers and peers is the ‘advanced dissertation project’ that distinguishes the course and constitutes the sole formally assessed element for its MFA stage. This project consists of a 40,000-word dissertation and a 4,500-word critical log documenting the results of students’ sustained, critical research. Students will draft and complete their dissertation under formal one-to-one supervision of a member of the course team or appropriately selected professional journalist associated with the course. 

Individual supervisions will be complemented by a series of timetabled sessions and activities distinguished by group feedback from peers and staff. This series will include staff-led, small group workshops in the first teaching block to help students develop ideas for their dissertation or pieces of extended writing while allowing them to give, receive and respond to constructive criticism. It will also entail staff-directed seminars in teaching block one. These seminars will aim to examine a range of journalism issues – ethical, legal, historical, organisational – recognising that the best journalists are those who reflect on journalistic practice. In teaching block two, students will enjoy timetabled workshops to aid them in the development of their dissertation manuscripts. All of these elements of the dissertation module will build on what students will have learned in the MA stage of the course through media production to professional standards in a simulated workplace environment and exposure to media professionals. It will expand their knowledge of existing written journalism and will cultivate students’ awareness of issues and support the students in the development of their writing and research logs.
Students will be assigned a supervisor for their advanced dissertation project during the first teaching block on the MFA stage of their course. They will meet regularly with their supervisors until they complete their dissertations in late September of the following year. Supervisions will be scheduled to ensure students receive timely feedback and encouragement, and students will be required to prepare carefully for all supervisory sessions during which a specialist member of the journalism team will guide them in the redrafting of their manuscripts. As in year one of the course, the knowledge that students gain in one-to-one supervision sessions will help them with the conception, development and completion of their dissertation. The sessions will be scheduled to foster a professional sense of time-management and the ability to work independently to produce a sophisticated, complex and sustained piece of writing or collection of pieces of journalism. 

Supervision throughout year two will be complemented by teaching and learning strategies actively pursued in above mentioned, regularly scheduled, formatively assessed writing workshops and discussion seminars, both of which are provided as part of a wider, general commitment to create a thriving community of journalists that will give students a comprehensive sense of collective support. The first of these workshops will meet in alternative weeks for two hours across the first teaching block of year two.  Students will co-chair sessions with staff. They will help to manage group discussion as they engage with the work submitted to the workshops. Between workshops students may be assigned specific exercises and research as well as being expected to work regularly on drafts for workshop discussion. They will also enjoy the opportunity on alternative weeks to discuss their work in timetabled, peer-led sessions. 

The MFA in Journalism extends the teaching and learning strategies previously validated for the MA in Journalism and MA Magazine Journalism (see accompanying documents). All of those strategies rest on the premise that employers are looking for journalists who can originate and produce well-written, accurate pieces, who can work to deadlines and who can work with others as part of an editorial team. They also require people who understand and are willing to engage critically with issues surrounding the industry in which they are operating. To this end, the teaching and learning strategy has two main strands: firstly, the acquisition, development and application of core practical skills, and secondly, the development of students’ critical capacity through discussion, debate and reflective practice.

Teaching and learning in the second stage of the MFA then combines three strategies. The first is integral to teaching writing in workshop contexts. The second concerns developing students’ critical engagement with important contemporary and industry issues and publication options and supporting research in these areas, and the third provides students with the best advice and support during their extended individual supervisions. Collectively, these strategies place a premium on guided and well-supported independent learning and the students’ development of habits and routines of drafting, writing and researching that are commensurate with professional standards and necessary for careers not only as journalists but as published authors.

Throughout the course, the teaching team will provide guidance for students through the provision of specific pre-set Office Hours. All full-time members of the teaching staff will be available for consultation with students for a minimum of 3 hours per week, as well as through module and session-based tutorial time. 

As with the assessments previously validated for the MA course, the assessments throughout the second stage of the MFA relate not only to the learning outcomes for individual modules, but also reflect those of the course as a whole. Students successfully completing both years of the course will have demonstrated their considerable knowledge and skills through a varied range of assessments appropriate to the stage and degree at which they depart the course. These assessments collectively require the mastery of writing, rewriting, and editing techniques informed by in-depth reflective practice and best professional preparation in the presentation of their work. 

The specific assessment strategy for year two of the MFA mixes formative activities, exercises and feedback with a summative assessment comprised of two complementary elements. This mixture is designed, on the one hand, to test students’ application of techniques of revision, drafting, and self-evaluation, as well as their skills in meeting professional standards of time management and the advanced critical skills associated with a directed and critical study of journalistic texts.  On the other, it is devised to ensure that students develop critical responses to their own texts and to the texts of others - both peers and established writers - in an open, respectful and constructive context. Such an environment will be characterised by the individual and collective support of a community of journalists and complemented by the community of writers on the School of Humanities’ MFA in Creative Writing. It will thus be more likely to instil confidence in writers to experiment and develop, whether they choose to use it to finish professional quality manuscripts and/or develop skills across a range of genres.

The assessment strategy for the dissertation element of the final project leading to the MFA award requires students to produce an extended 40,000-word journalistic text or portfolio of pieces to a professional standard. This dissertation may take the form of a single, sustained piece of journalistic writing destined potentially to be non-fiction book or a collection of pieces such as travel or investigative articles. The dissertation is complemented by a 4,500-word critical research log which students will begin at the start of the second year. As with the dissertation at the end of year one, the final structure of the dissertation leading to the MFA must be approved in advance by the course leader. 

G. Support for Students and their  Learning

Students are supported by a dedicated course leader in year one who fulfils the role of personal tutor to all MA-level students. In addition, second-year MFA students will have close one-to-one supervision from a colleague or visiting lecturer whose area of professional expertise is closely tailored to the nature and subject(s) of their Advanced Dissertation Project. Support is also available from academic staff with sourcing and securing work placements in the first year. Kingston also offers extracurricular support with academic writing, referencing, researching, maths, proof-reading, oral presentation and other study skills through the learning resource centres (libraries) and academic skills centres based on each of its campuses. Administrative support is provided by a dedicated Faculty postgraduate office, with a full-time administrator covering all of the Journalism Masters programmes.
H. Ensuring and Enhancing the Quality of the Course

The University has several methods for evaluating and improving the quality and standards of its provision.  These include:

· External examiners

· Boards of study with student representation

· Annual review and development

· Periodic review undertaken at the subject level

· Student evaluation

· Moderation policies

· Accreditation and setting by the NCTJ of external exams and portfolios sat by year-one MFA students taking the MA Journalism route

· Accreditation of the MA Magazine Journalism by the PTC

· Peer-to-peer feedback and formative assessment through workshops and seminars during year 2  

I. Employability Statement 

The MA Journalism course - whose content comprises one of the first-year programme routes for MFA students - has been designed to satisfy the requirements of the industry’s main accreditation body, the National Council for the Training of Journalists and is an accredited NCTJ course.  Students graduating from this course are therefore well placed to pursue careers in a range of journalism and communications industries. The course provides the skills base necessary for careers in:

· Local, regional and national newspapers and magazines 

· Online news operations 

· Communications departments in private sector companies

· Information departments of charities and non-governmental organisations

· Related industries such as publishing, public relations and advertising

· Advocacy and campaigning.

Since the MA Journalism course was launched in 2007, the majority of graduates from the course have gone onto jobs in journalism and related industries such as marketing and public relations. In 2010-11, the latest year for which the department has full figures available, 60% went straight into jobs in journalism, with a further 20% going straight into other paid employment.

Over the past  five years, the department has established a substantial network of employer contacts including local papers such as the Surrey Comet and the Kingston Guardian; national papers and websites such as the Times Online; the Daily Telegraph; the Financial Times; Daily Express;  a wide range of new media companies;  campaigning and investigative groups; public relations.  There is also a growing body of Kingston alumni now working in senior positions in the journalism industry, who turn first to Kingston when seeking new employees.

The emphasis on the acquisition and build-up of practical skills on the course, as set out in detail in above sections, provides graduates with a wide range of skills and knowledge required by employers. 

The MA Magazine Journalism course – whose content comprises an alternative route for first-year MFA students - has been designed to satisfy the requirements of the industry’s main accreditation body, the periodicals Training Council and is an accredited course.  Students graduating from this course are therefore well placed to pursue careers in a range of journalism and communications industries. The course provides the skills base necessary for careers in:

Local, regional and national newspapers and magazines 

Online news operations 

Communications departments in private sector companies

Information departments of charities and non-governmental organisations

Related industries such as publishing, public relations and advertising

Advocacy and campaigning.

Since the MA Magazine Journalism course was launched the majority of graduates from the course have gone onto jobs in journalism and related industries such as marketing and public relations. The department has established a substantial network of employer contacts including local papers such as the Surrey Comet and the Kingston Guardian; national papers and websites such as the Times Online; the Daily Telegraph; the Financial Times; Daily Express;  a wide range of new media companies;  campaigning and investigative groups; public relations. There is also a growing body of Kingston alumni now working in senior positions in the journalism industry, at companies such as Hearst, Haymarket Media Group and Progressive Media,  who turn first to Kingston when seeking new employees. 

Recent graduate destinations include: PR Week, Build It & Home Improvement, Mindshare, Launch Group PR, Zest magazine, The Sun, South West news agency, You and Your Wedding, Harrods magazine, Press Gazette, London Life, Olympic 2012 commemorative daily programmes, OK! magazine.

It is envisaged that the MFA will enhance students’ employment prospects over and above the MA in two respects. Firstly, the chance to produce a piece of sustained journalism, with a view to becoming published authors, is designed to equip early-career journalists with the necessary skills and experience to compete for the increasingly scarce, and ever more competitive, opportunities in areas such as reportage, investigative reporting and other kinds of long-form journalism. Secondly, studying for the PGCLTHE will further increase their employability, by providing them with hands-on training as teachers in higher education.
