SECTION2: THE PROGRAMME

A. Programme Introduction
The MA Language and Society provides students with an advanced understanding of the relationship between the linguistic structure that underpins everyday spoken and written contexts and language as having a symbolic role in an individual’s culture and identity. The MA explores key concepts in the interdisciplinary field of sociolinguistics and its application to a range of areas including language ideologies and power; language, culture and identity; spoken and written discourses; performance and social interaction; and language and meaning. Students are expected to engage critically with current theories as well as ongoing debates in the field, and also reflect on their own experiences as language users in an increasingly multilingual society. By the end of the programme, students will have developed an advanced knowledge of the important theoretical issues and competence in ethnographic and qualitative research methods for the study of language and society. 
A unique feature of the MA Language and Society is that the programme allows students to undertake original research within the broad area of language and society from either a sociolinguistic or socio-cultural perspective. Another feature is the combination of core modules and option modules that cover a broad range of subjects from a number of sub-fields in linguistics. Students can choose from the option modules to design their course, depending on the subject areas they wish to explore in detail. The general topics covered in the programme include the evolution and transmission of culture, the philosophy of language, intercultural communication, multilingualism, attitudes to language varieties, narrative and inequality, and media representations of social worlds. 
In the final part of the programme, all students are required to complete an original piece of research in the form of a dissertation research project, which is supported by a set of interactive lectures on research methods and regular meetings with an allocated supervisor from the English Language and Communication (ELC) teaching team. Modules will be taught either in one teaching block or over two that is, as year long modules, through various teaching strategies such as interactive lectures, student-led discussions and presentations, reading groups and guided independent study.
The course is designed for students who have completed a degree in English language, linguistics, sociology or cognate subject area, as well as those who work in language-related professions (such as teachers, translators and language consultants). The MA programme provides an excellent foundation for students who wish to pursue their postgraduate studies to MPhil/PhD level.
The MA Language and Society offers the following special features: 
· teaching of interdisciplinary topics related to the fields of linguistics and applied linguistics, sociolinguistics, pragmatics, sociology, anthropology, (new) media and communication;

· practice in researching aspects of language in society, with a specialisation in ethnographic and qualitative research methods;

· an opportunity to critically engage with current theories as well as ongoing debates in the field; 
· a mix of core and option modules to broaden and develop specific areas of interest within the subfield of language and society;
· a personal tutorial scheme to support and guide students throughout their time on the programme by monitoring their progress and helping to identify individual needs
· employability skills embedded and interwoven throughout the curriculum to develop a set of achievements—skills, understandings and personal attributes—desirable to an employer and allowing students to form a clearer idea of future career possibilities and aspirations
· the opportunity for students to draw and reflect on their own experiences as a language user in an increasingly multilingual society.
B. Aims of the Programme
The main aims of the field are to:

· Offer students an opportunity to study the complex relationship between language and society at an advanced level within a taught programme;

· Provide students with a broad knowledge and in-depth understanding of key theories, concepts and debates in sociolinguistic and socio-cultural issues surrounding language and society;

· Develop the critical and analytical skills necessary to engage with and critically examine communicative practices – their forms, functions and effects – in individuals, in society and other cultural spheres
· Encourage and support the development of advanced, critical academic skills throughout the period of study, both within the classroom setting, and during guided, independent study for the assessment and dissertation research project. 

C. Intended Learning Outcomes
The programme provides opportunities for students to develop and demonstrate knowledge and understanding, skills and other attributes in the following areas. 	Teaching/learning methods and strategies

	Teaching will be delivered through a variety of methods and strategies that include weekly interactive lectures, seminars, student-led presentations, student discussions and readings of key papers, and activities to develop research design and practice.  The interactive lectures will present key topics for discussion and debate - with the aim of advancing knowledge and critical thinking  -  and provide the context for further exploration and analysis.  The weekly interactive lectures will also establish the broad principles, concepts and definitions in the context of a wide range of student-centred activities aimed at preparing students for assessment and the dissertation research project. 
Supervisory meetings with a member of the English Language and Communication teaching team will guide students as they conduct research for their project. In addition tutor office hours will provide further opportunities to discuss work. Throughout their study, students are expected to conduct a considerable amount of independent reading and research. 

	
	 

	Assessment strategies

	The assessment strategies employed in the Fields include the following:
Modules will be assessed through a variety of formats, such as critical essays, oral presentations, practical projects, text analysis and portfolio work, which are linked to the learning outcomes of each module. In general, the written work will form the summative assessment element for the modules. It is likely that presentations will be both summative and formative, as students will be able to synthesize the feedback to improve their work. The assessment strategies are designed to develop students’ critical knowledge, understanding and academic skills in a challenging and stimulating way. 
The major element of the master’s course is the dissertation of 15,000 words or equivalent. Students are supported in the process of conceptualising and developing their ideas for their proposal through to the completion of their dissertation, via a series of interactive lectures and guided independent study with the aim of fostering research skills relevant to independent research. The dissertation itself will demonstrate students’ ability to produce a sustained, original piece of writing, collect and analyse empirical data using a range of qualitative and quantitative approaches within a sophisticated conceptual and theoretical framework.



	
	


D. Entry Requirements
The minimum entry qualifications for the programme are as follows:

We normally expect applicants to have a good second-class degree or above in English language, linguistics, or cognate subject areas. We will consider non-standard entrants on an individual basis.
All non-UK applicants must meet our English language requirements. For this course it is a minimum of IELTS of 6.5 overall with a minimum of 7 for the Writing component, or equivalent. 
Admission with Advanced Standing

Students may be allowed to enter the course with Advanced Standing, subject to the following condition: The maximum number of credit points awarded for admission with advanced standing will be 50% of the taught modules contributing to the exit award: no exemption will be given for the dissertation and accreditation of prior learning (APL) will be calculated on 50% of the credit for the award minus the credit for the dissertation.

Consideration for Admission with Advanced Standing will be based on:

· successful completion of a relevant programme of certificated learning at level 7 (Accreditation of Prior Certificated Learning (APCL))

· a combination of relevant certificated and non-certificated learning at an appropriate level

Please note that advanced standing with APEL will only be considered in exceptional circumstances.

Admissions procedures

The Admissions Tutor will normally consider all applications in the first instance. Applicants who fulfil, or are likely to fulfil, the admissions requirements may be invited for an interview with the Admissions Tutor or another senior member of the course teaching team. As an alternative, applicants may be asked to complete a writing exercise designed to assess their suitability for the course. The decision regarding offers of places will be made by the Admissions Tutor or senior member of the course teaching team after interviewing the applicant. The Admissions Tutor will receive administrative support from the Postgraduate Course Administrator.

The MA is composed of a mix of core and option modules and teaching typically takes place over two teaching blocks while the dissertation also takes place over the summer period – see table below. The first semester core module, Language and Society: Principles and Theory, has two main aims: to (re)familiarise students with terms and concepts central to an advanced study of language as a social phenomenon; and to explore the key research methodologies for the study of the intricacies characterising the relationship between language and society. The other core module, the Dissertation project is designed to allow students to demonstrate their ability to undertake a sustained piece of independent research on any aspect of the relationship between Language and Society.
In addition to the core modules, there are a number of optional modules including Special Studies which run over two teaching blocks. These modules aim to encourage students to broaden their knowledge and understanding of aspects of language and society and develop further their research skills with reference to the specific topics being taught.  

All students will be provided with the University regulations. Full details of each module will be provided in module descriptors and student module guides.

F. Principles of Teaching Learning and Assessment 
The programme has been designed in relation to several principles including key emphasis on independent learning, formative and summative assessment and feedback and student engagement with ideas relevant within and beyond academia.

The central aim of teaching and learning is to equip students with the advanced skills, knowledge and cognitive abilities required to conduct detailed independent research into areas within language and society and to present that research in structured and appropriate academic discourse. The primary purpose of the interactive lectures in a classroom setting is to develop students’ capacity to engage with complex ideas and to direct their own research and writing programme rather than merely to impart knowledge. Classroom discussion centres on analysis of theoretical and primary texts guided by the tutor, but demands a high level of student participation and peer review, both formal and informal. Self-directed study develops students’ abilities to conduct research independently and to manage time efficiently. The dissertation brings together these skills, and allows students to develop their capacity to conduct an extended, original piece of research and to construct a detailed and sophisticated argument.

Full field Students must complete 180 credits from the available modules, which typically run over two hour interactive lectures. The core modules (including the Dissertation) make up 90 credits and students must choose the remaining 90 credits from the list of option modules to complete their programme (- see list of modules in table above). 

In the final dissertation, students apply the skills and knowledge acquired during the taught phase of the degree to undertake a research project of their own design. Although this phase of the degree is largely self-directed, students are assigned a supervisor who is a member of the ELC teaching team with a specialism in the student’s chosen research area. Students meet regularly with their supervisor while preparing their dissertation to discuss the scope and intellectual content of the dissertation, research strategy and, as appropriate, early drafts of their dissertation. 

G. Support for Students and their  Learning

Students are supported by the following:

In addition to structured teaching, guidance is available for students throughout the year through the provision of specific pre-set Office Hours, during which all members of the teaching staff are available for consultation with students. Students are encouraged to meet with teaching staff at such times, and at other times by appointment, for individual tutorial sessions. Students may also draw on the resources of the faculty’s Centre for Academic Skills and Employability (CASE), which runs regular sessions specifically for postgraduate students.  Students are allocated a personal tutor (ordinarily the Course Director) who acts as a regular point of contact to address any academic or pastoral issues arising and arranges for social events as well as opportunities for personal tutorials.  
All students will be allocated a personal tutor to provide appropriate academic advice and guidance throughout their time on the programme by monitoring their progress and helping to identify individual needs. This tutor will meet (as a minimum) with students during induction, at the end of the first teaching block, and upon release of first teaching block results.  The tutor will be informed by module tutors of any concerns regarding the student, and will arrange additional contact and/or referral to support services as appropriate.
