SECTION2: THE PROGRAMME

A. Programme Introduction
The MA Fine Art with L&T in HE is an innovative programme that embeds pedagogy within the specific field of Fine Art practice. It gives participants the opportunity to study Fine Art at MA level integrated with modules delivered by Centre for Higher Education Research and Practice (CHERP) as part of Kingston University's PG Cert in Learning and Teaching in Higher Education (PGCLTHE). 
Participants develop a professional standard within their field of study through a rigorous theoretical and practical examination of the production, reception and dissemination of contemporary fine art teaching, learning and making. 

The course promotes an in-depth and robust interrogation of Fine Art pedagogy through the interrelated roles of teacher, learner and practitioner and situates itself at the forefront of current debate re-framing educational activity as artistic practice. 

Guided by Fine Art tutors, participants experience all aspects of academic life, acquiring useful networks and contacts, gaining an understanding of how Higher Education operates and appreciating the significance of Fine Art research in pursuing an academic career.   Upon successful completion of the 60 credits of modules coded ‘LT’, the course awards participants with HEA accreditation which is increasingly a requirement for teachers in Higher Education.

Participants join the teaching team on the BA undergraduate Fine Art course and undertake supervised teaching corresponding to specific areas covered in the L&T modules. Participants observe teaching across all years, run a self-initiated subject workshop and take part in seminars, assessments and course planning and development.

The School of Fine Art at Kingston University has a thriving MA and MFA programme and a reputable and long established undergraduate course in BA Fine Art. In addition, Kingston University has a well-established PG Certificate in Learning and Teaching in Higher Education, which is fully accredited by the Higher Education Academy (HEA). 

Fine Art research is channelled through The Contemporary Art Research Centre (CARC).  The Centre’s primary aim is to develop, build and provide an intellectual and creative milieu for innovation in contemporary fine art, and to seek to imagine and enact possibilities of contemporary art in contingency with social politics, technology, models of knowledge and modes of experience.   The Contemporary Art Research Centre builds upon the recognised strengths of staff and student research. 

The Centre has enabled the diverse outputs and activities of staff to be contained within an easily understood framework.  Through this, the Research Centre has encapsulated the research outputs of staff and positioned the School’s research clearly so it can be both effective within an institutional context and, importantly, to be accessed and understood from the outside.  This has been an important strategy to attract researchers and research students towards the School and to build links between these communities. Through CARC, the School has developed both its curriculum and profile through an ambitious programme of public lectures, research training and regular publishing & programming from the Centre’s base.

At PhD level the School is attracting growing numbers of talented Fine Art practitioners and researchers working within the field of Contemporary Fine Art Practice.

Each participant has an individual Fine Art Mentor who is an experienced and professional practitioner and teacher from the School of Fine Art. The Mentor acts as supervisor, educator and supporter helping the mentee to comprehend the culture of Fine Art education and practice and ensures that teaching practices relate to the personal development plan (PDP) and concerns of the individual participant. The Master’s Project module allows the participant to develop a project that integrates ideas, models and processes from the previous modules.

From the outset participants are introduced to the culture of the 'production room' which they share with MA Fine Art students within the School. The 'production room' acts as a base and a collaborative working space in which ideas are tested, shared and disseminated and provides a focus for the development of a sophisticated interdisciplinary research culture. 

Participants are required to make their research public and will consider the implications of diverse forms of dissemination such as exhibitions, interventions, publications, websites and events.

They will address the notion of collaboration in relation to their art production and teaching with an emphasis on learning from practice through dialogue (peer group feedback, seminars tutorials, group discussions). 

The course will develop strong support networks and affinities with the new MA Design with Learning & Teaching in Higher Education as participants from both courses will be taught learning and teaching modules together.  Participants will also be part of a Faculty of Art & Design learning and teaching community comprising professional art and design staff including teaching fellowship and holders of PGCerts in Learning & Teaching and MAs in pedagogic areas. The Faculty has a designated Learning and Teaching Coordinator and a Blended Learning Leader who work closely with the Centre for Higher Education Research and Practice in the University.  The Faculty also has a Centre for Excellence in Teaching and Learning project in the School of Surveying & Planning and a National Teaching Fellow in Landscape Architecture.  
The course emphasises a European perspective in art practice and education. In 1999 members of the EU initiated the Bologna Process which intends to create a European Higher Education Area by 2010, in which students can benefit from smooth recognition procedures. Through our Erasmus links with European institutions the course aims to experience and appreciate the implications of this process, consider different approaches to teaching and extend the scope of teaching opportunities and networks. A major European city will be the focal point for a study visit of educational establishments, collections and museums.
The MA Fine Art with L&T in HE is suitable for graduates in Fine Art, who are interested in integrating and developing their contemporary art practice alongside the practice and principles of teaching in Higher Education to a professional standard. 

The participant will develop the relevant professional skills to disseminate their ideas, document working processes and deliver contemporary art and models of teaching and learning in different contexts.
B. Aims of the Programme
The overall aim of this course is to create a supportive learning environment for full-time and part-time students that will enable each participant to achieve his or her potential through the study and practice of Fine Art and Fine Art education within a European context exploring the potential for creative engagement with a wide variety of spaces, places and institutions in both urban and rural contexts.
The course offers participants the opportunity to investigate relationships between Fine Art practice and education and develop methodologies and approaches to supporting a career in Fine Art practice through professional accreditation, practical experience and access to a vibrant network of practitioners, educators and writers across Europe.
In particular the field aims to:

· Develop the roles of both learner and teacher in a way that will enhance the exploration of pedagogic issues related to individual practice and to support committed practitioners in developing their careers.

· Develop a professional and authoritative knowledge of a critical, historical and contemporary context of European Fine Art practice and its relationship to education.

· Investigate the processes of learning, teaching, assessment and curriculum development and support the development of a research culture in Higher Education pedagogy.
· Award Higher Education Academy professional accreditation and provide teaching experience on the BA Fine Art course at Kingston University that will assist employment in teaching at HE level.  

· Enable participants to understand academic research culture and interact with a growing practice and education-based research culture within the School, Faculty and University

· Develop independent research, critical self-awareness and personally focused learning strategies.

· Provide a structure that will enable participants to develop collaborative and interdisciplinary working strategies to extend and encourage the exchange of ideas with European practitioners, institutions and organisations.

· Develop professional skills necessary to make work public and support employment through exhibition, documentation, virtual environments, publishing, and public art/education projects. 

C. Intended Learning Outcomes
The programme outcomes are referenced to the UK Quality Code for Higher Education, the QAA Master’s Degree Characteristics 2010, and an awareness of the undergraduate subject benchmarks for Art & Design, as currently none published at Master’s level, and relate to the typical student.  The programme provides opportunities for students to develop and demonstrate knowledge and understanding, skills and other attributes in the following areas.

D. Entry Requirements
The minimum entry qualifications for the programme are:

A BA (Hons) degree in a relevant subject.
A minimum IELTS score of 6.5, TOEFL 88 or equivalent is required for those for whom English is not their first language.

All applicants invited for an interview are required to present a portfolio of recent work.

E. Programme Structure

This programme is offered as full field in full-time and part-time modes, and leads to the award of MA Fine Art with Learning & Teaching in Higher Education.  Entry is at Level 7 with Degree or equivalent qualifications (See section D). Intake is normally in September.

Work placements are actively encouraged – although it is the responsibility of individual students to source and secure such placements.  This allows students to reflect upon their own personal experience of working in an applied setting, to focus on aspects of this experience that they can clearly relate to theoretical concepts and to evaluate the relationship between theory and practice.

Outline Programme Structure

The year is made up of three teaching blocks (TB).  Each teaching block is normally made up of 2 modules each worth 30 credit points, with the exception of the Master’s Project module worth 60 credits in teaching block 3.  A student must complete 180 credits over the course.  The MA Fine Art with Teaching & Learning in Higher Education is part of the University’s Postgraduate Regulations (PR), and all students will be provided with the  regulations and the Student Handbook. The course is delivered over one year full-time and two years part-time.  Full details of each module will be provided in module descriptors and student module guides.

Students exiting the programme with 60 credits are eligible for the award of PG Certificate in Fine Art with Learning and Teaching in Higher Education.

Students exiting the programme with 120 credits are eligible for the award of PG Diploma in Fine Art with Learning and Teaching in Higher Education. 

The integrated nature of the course means that intermediate awards will normally be made up of credits from a combination of Fine Art and Learning and Teaching modules. Where this is not the case (i.e. a student completes 60 credits of L&T modules or 60 credits of Fine Art modules), the intermediate award of Postgraduate Certificate in Fine Art or Postgraduate Certificate in Learning and Teaching in HE will be awarded. For a Postgraduate Certificate in Fine Art OR in Learning & Teaching in Higher Education, participants will need to have successfully completed 60 credits, for a Postgraduate Diploma in Fine Art with Learning & Teaching in Higher Education, 120 credits and for a Masters degree, 180 credits.  Participants will only receive accreditation from the HEA if they have successfully completed all of the modules in Learning & Teaching.  
F. Principles of Teaching Learning and Assessment 

MA Fine Art with Learning & Teaching in Higher Education employs a range of approaches to teaching and learning. A combination of lectures, seminars, tutorials, study visits, student presentations, group presentations, workshops and exhibition assessments support the development of practical and theoretical work.  These teaching and learning strategies recognise and take account of the different ways students learn, and, as they progress through the programme, give students the opportunity to take more responsibility for their own learning.  Direct teaching experience is gained through various opportunities within the Fine Art BA programme and this could include involvement in shadowing, assessment, interview process and working directly with specific groups of undergraduate fine art students. 
The course builds on the distinctive ethos of student self management and peer critiquing, creating a learning atmosphere whose chemistry will change from year to year organically, and where critical dialogue is seen as the core creative and intellectual engine for the production of work. This makes for a distinctively shared learning experience, which encourages collaborative and group activity alongside the more traditional individualistic research, mirroring much leading edge contemporary practice in the fine art and public art fields.

MA Fine Art with Learning & Teaching in Higher Education aims to recruit students from a wide range of backgrounds who are encouraged to bring their own specific experiences to bear in discussion, presentations and the development of individual work. The programme promotes equal opportunities and good relations within its structure of group activities, collaborative aspects to the modules and peer learning.  

All modules provide formative feedback and ‘feed forward’ opportunities for practice in the form of presentation, exhibition, publication, tutorials and formal discussion designed to help students reach their full potential in summative assessment. Each module is designed to interact with the next in a logical progression – students are encouraged to thread work across from one module moving into the next.  The overall assessment requirements are consistent with the specification on assessment loading. There are clear connections and accumulative aspects to each module culminating in the ‘capstone’ final Master’s project, which enables students to synthesise and apply the knowledge and skills that they have acquired throughout the course, and constitutes a body of practical work presented in the context of a public exhibition.

Through the specific modules the curriculum offers opportunities to develop and demonstrate independent learning and thought in the form of exhibition making, presentation, written theory, publication (digital and print). These opportunities are enabled through a combination of tutorials, seminars, lectures and peer learning.   

Through each module the students are expected to present research and connect their own work to current contemporary strategies in the contemporary fine art field. The curriculum is delivered by academics who are also fine art practitioners and their professional experience and position feeds directly into the student experience developed with the module structure i.e. exhibition production, and presentation of individual student work. 

The students take advantage of internships offered within the University at the Stanley Picker Gallery. They are given management and curatorial responsibility for the completion of the final MA project directly enhancing their employability. Through the specific modules they gain other skills; presentation and organisation of ideas, putting their work in the public realm that are also directly related to the professional contemporary fine art field.  

Through their own personal research the students are encouraged initially during Project 1  (FA7100) and throughout the continuing modules to explore current issues of particular interest to them and connect these to professional contemporary practices addressing similar concerns. 

Throughout the course there is a focus on student engagement. Through an emphasis on the importance of peer learning at master’s level, each student is encouraged to engage with their peer group. Through the course they learn the importance of peer support, critique and identifying common interests and approaches. This is achieved through a combination of teaching strategies and a build up of independent study culminating in the final capstone Master’s project that they deliver with a large degree of independence. 

The School has developed its own virtual learning environment (VLE) site (http://fineartkingston.co.uk) which acts as the main online location and portal for course and school information and news. Course materials such as handbooks, module guides, timetables and information on talks programmes, lectures and events are all accessible through the VLE. Access through the VLE to wider Faculty resources such as Printmaking, Photography, The 3D workshops as well as all the other Fine Art School programmes give students further access to the School and Faculty community. 

Accessibility and inclusiveness is encouraged and supported through the embedding of interdisciplinarity across the schools taught Postgraduate provision. The School actively encourages and supports individuals from diverse backgrounds to apply and gain places through our interview processes. Regular open days and events which showcase student work are designed to remove barriers and provide easy access for prospective applicants to staff and students and give them confidence to apply and provide a greater understanding of the aims and learning outcomes of the course.  

Modes of assessment for Learning and Teaching Modules:

To design and present an assessment activity that includes a conference style poster presentation to peers. 

Collaborative module design 
To contribute to the collaborative design of a module, and analyse how the module was constructed to facilitate learning, and to evaluate the use of group work.

G. Support for Students and their Learning

Students are supported by:

Teaching Structure

The teaching structure of the School of Fine Art is built around the principle of individual or teams of tutors who engage directly with a student or small group of students, meeting them twice a week and offering both group and individual 1:1 tutorial opportunities, as appropriate. 

The School has a number of events and projects, built into the academic year, which encourage engagement between students and staff across levels: 

· The School runs a weekly Stanley Picker guest lecturer programme, which brings together all the students working across the school to engage with contemporary practitioners in the form of a lecture and seminar.

· In the middle of the year, between Teaching Block 1 and 2, the School offers an opportunity for staff and students to engage in presentations and dialogue through the Stanley Picker Public Lecture series, where high profile practitioners and theorists present a series of symposia organised by the Schools research fellow to focus on current issues in fine art/ photography and filmmaking practices.

· At the end of the year students from all courses and levels are presented in the Summer Exhibition.  Courses and levels are deliberately mixed to encourage interaction and cross-referencing. 

The Course Director has a student-facing role and is a senior staff member within the School and within the School Management Structure. The role provides a visible point of contact for students from their initial application, through the year/s of their postgraduate degree, to their on-going contact with the School as Alumni. The course director is responsible for the coordinated delivery and management of all aspects of student experience beyond the academic course. These include:

· Up to date knowledge of relevant University systems and procedures

· Mentoring Scheme

· Accreditation of Prior Learning (APL), including certificated or experiential learning 

· NSS (National Student Survey)
· SSCC (Staff/Student Consultative Committee)
· Information on Scholarships and Bursaries

· Alumni and Graduate Experience
· Coordinating Personal Tutor Scheme

The Personal Tutor Scheme 

Each student is allocated a personal tutor who will maintain regular contact and encourage students to keep in touch and alert students to future contacts from the University. Tutors will act as the default referee for their tutees (although students may ask other members of staff)
Students are further supported by a variety of means:

· A Module Leader for each module;

· A Student Support Coordinator who provides additional pastoral and practical support, especially to students new to higher education studies;

· A Student Administration team including a dedicated   Course Administrator 

· An induction programme and study skills sessions at the start of every academic year
· An Academic Study Skills Centre to provide support and advice to both UG and PG students on a twice weekly bookable basis;

· Fine Art VLE – a versatile online interactive intranet and learning environment accessible both on and off-site
· Staff Student  Consultative Committees and regular open  meetings at School and Faculty levels
· A University Careers and Employability Service with responsibility for employability and employer liaison.

· Comprehensive University support systems including the provision of advice on finance, regulations, legal matters, accommodation, international student support, disability and equality support
· English Language support for international students 

· The Students’ Union (KUSU)
· Student handbook.

· And an academic Team who seek to maintain as far as practicable an open door policy in the spirit of supporting students.

· The Contemporary Art Research Centre (CARC)

H. Ensuring and Enhancing the Quality of the Course

The University has several methods for evaluating and improving the quality and standards of its provision.  These include:

The School of Fine Art has a reputation for the quality of its graduates. This is regularly testified by our External Examiner reports, the high professional profile of many of our graduates and our excellent employment record.

· The School of Fine Art is research active in all traditional, contemporary and evolving Fine Art disciplines. Tutors produce both individual and collaborative research, and contribute to the University’s RAE submission. All tutors and technicians are research active at a national or international level. Many tutors augment their current qualifications to MPhil and PhD level, usually in the evolving field of practice-based doctorates. There is a growing range of PhD students, whilst the authoring by a range of tutors of publications, exhibitions nationally and internationally raises the School’s high reputation.

· Kingston University has a well established PG Certificate in Learning and Teaching in HE. The PGCLTHE is accredited by the Higher Education Academy. The School of Fine Art has a growing number of staff who have a PGCLTHE.

I. Employability Statement 

The course recognises the ways that Fine Art practice and teaching in HE are mutually supportive in the development of the careers of many contemporary artists. The MA Fine Art with L & T in HE equips participants with the necessary teaching experience and an accredited teaching qualification in HE alongside the development of their Fine Art practice.

Graduates will be able to develop careers in curation, teaching, exhibition production and design, events management, and fine art. The emphasis on European Art Practice means that participants are well placed to take advantage of The Bologna Process, an EU initiative for a European Higher Education Area established in 2010.

The PGCLTHE provides an excellent and transferable career pathway for academic staff and those involved in supporting learning.  It has been designed to fulfil the requirements of the Nursing and Midwifery Council’s Standards to Support Learning and Assessment in Practice [Stage Four Teacher] and the UK Professional Standards Framework, accredited by the Higher Education Academy at AFHEA and FHEA and as such it qualifies participants for employment as teachers and lecturers in UK Higher Education Institutions.  The course has been specifically designed to meet the needs of the disciplines represented at Kingston University and the wider sector. 

Designed for work-based learning, the course also offers staff the following opportunities in respect of employability:

· to participate in the growing community of educational researchers at the University.

· to take leadership roles in learning and teaching.

· to further develop practice through Teaching Fellowships in both the University and nationally via the HEA’s NTF scheme.
