Sociology as an academic discipline seeks to provide a unique understanding of the relationship between individuals, and the social structures and contexts which they inhabit.  This understanding is based on a combination of careful theorising and empirical investigation at both micro and macro levels of analysis.  The sociology programme at Kingston provides students with a thorough grounding in the major conceptual perspectives of classic and contemporary social theorists.  It also equips them with the methodological awareness and skills required to collect and interpret social evidence, thereby enabling them to critically evaluate sociological explanations for themselves.

In particular, through the ongoing development of a wide range of module areas, students are encouraged to develop their own sociological imagination in the application of sociological perspectives to their own social world.

As part of a wider School of Social Science, Kingston’s sociology programme articulates well with other social science disciplines.  The modular scheme enables full as well as combination students to benefit from cross disciplinary approaches.  

Students may choose to study abroad or learn a new language.  Not only do these options broaden the students’ general educational experience, but they also provide an excellent opportunity to compare different cultures and forms of social organisation for those who choose to do them.

On completion of the sociology programme, all students will have developed an understanding and ability to apply sociological frameworks to the world around them.  In addition, as well as subject specific knowledge, students will have acquired a comprehensive range of key transferable skills in communication, ICT, numeracy, independent learning and team work.

EDUCATIONAL AIMS OF THE FIELD


The main aims of the Minor Field are to:

· to introduce students from a wide range of backgrounds to the discipline of sociology as an academic subject.

· provide students with a broad theoretical awareness and understanding of key sociological concepts, theories and perspectives.  

· to equip students with a basic overview of social research methods.

· to encourage students to reflect on their own lives and apply sociological perspectives to interpret their experiences.

· introduce students to unfamiliar social worlds as a means of giving a broader perspective on social and cultural organisation.

· establish a sound foundation in key transferable skills from which students are enabled to develop careers paths in general graduate posts.

Additional Aims of the Half Field are to:

· deepen students’ knowledge and critical understanding of the theoretical concepts and perspectives used by sociologists.

· extend students’ knowledge of specialist fields within the discipline of sociology.

· develop students’ practical awareness of a range of social research skills including basic techniques of data collection and analysis.

Additional Aims of the Major Field are to:

· extend the students’ knowledge of additional related topic areas and cognate disciplines relevant to Sociology.

· afford students the opportunity to put a  range of research and practical skills into practice.

· prepare students for a wider range of opportunities for further specialised study.

Additional Aims of the Full Field are to:

· enable students to complete a sociological research project independently,  encompassing primary and secondary data analysis.

· provide students with an opportunity to undertake an extended piece of sociological writing.

· comparative perspectives on the challenges and solutions to problems in modern life.

2. Cognitive Skills

On completion of the field, students will have developed their capacity to:

· appreciate and describe the complexity of society and social relationships. 

· formulate appropriate research strategies for the gathering and retrieval of information.   

· evaluate and synthesize the results of information retrieved from a variety of sources.

· interpret descriptive statistical information to construct a sociological thesis.

· develop a reasoned argument founded on sociological premises. 

· critically evaluate social theories with respect to reasoning and evidence. 

· understand the difficulty of comparing and theorising societies at different stages of social organisation and development. 

· critically evaluate the ‘scientific’ nature of sociology. 

· reflect upon their own academic performance.

The depth of attainment in the cognitive skills is dependent upon whether the students have chosen to study Sociology as a full, major, half or minor field.

3. Practical Skills

FIELD STRUCTURE

The Sociology field is part of the University’s Undergraduate Modular scheme (UMS). Fields in the UMS are composed of modules, which are assigned to levels. There are three levels that are progressively more challenging in terms of their aims, objectives and learning outcomes as students progress through the field.  Each field contributes to a programme of study that is normally made up of 8 modules each worth 15 credits (or an equivalent combination of half and multiple modules in some cases). Typically a student must complete 120 credits at each level. 

A programme of study including the Sociology field culminates in an honours degree and it is the higher levels (2 and 3) that contribute to the classification of the degree. Intermediate awards are normally available after completion of a level. Students who complete 120 credits at level 1 but decide to discontinue their studies at that point are eligible for the award of a Certificate of Higher Education. Students who complete 120 credits at level 2 but decide to discontinue are eligible for the award of a Diploma of Higher Education.

The duration of the Sociology programme is 3 years full-time or 6 years part-time. The year is divided into two discrete semesters of equal length (15 weeks including an examination period). 

The programme has been designed to offer coherence and progression at each level and throughout the field. At all three levels students study modules in Theory and Research.  As students progress from level to level, advice on module choice is available from members of the field team and from academic advisors.

At level 1 students are provided with a broad understanding of the disciplinary perspective of sociology.  Students are introduced to social theory and given an overview of social research methods.  Students are also introduced to the sociological analysis of various themes in contemporary social life. This introduction to theory, methods and key skills is designed to provide students with a solid foundation of knowledge and skills that will be built upon and applied at the higher levels.

At level 2 there is a more detailed and critical examination of the social theory and its application to various areas of social life. The curriculum choice widens at this level to ensure students have a good choice of specialised topics for their electives and to provide them with an opportunity to explore other cognate disciplines alongside sociological perspectives.  In addition Full, Major and Half Field students are required to design a small scale empirical research project on a topic of their own choosing thereby deepening their knowledge of sociological praxis.  Full Field students must also implement their research design to further develop an understanding of a substantive topic and gain experience of working in the field. The implementation stage is optional for Major and Half-Field students

By level 3 students will have built up a strong foundation in sociological thinking and research.  Level 3 requires students to deepen their understanding of the social world through their diet of core modules and elective choices from within sociology and carefully chosen cognate disciplines.   They are also encouraged to refine their research skills and ability to engage in independent learning by completing a  10,000 word dissertation. This is compulsory for Full-Field students and remains an option for Major and Half-Field students

In sum, as students progress through the field they extend and deepen their ability to collect and analyse sociological data, theorise social life and interpret the world about them in an informed and systematic manner.

FIELD REFERENCE POINTS

· The Sociology benchmark statement has informed the design of the programme at Kingston. Particular reference has been made to Section 2 concerning the nature and extent of the subject, Section 4 concerning competences and skills and Section 6 concerning standards.

· The British Sociological Association’s Ethical Guidelines and Kingston University’s research ethics committee are used by the field to inform the teaching, learning and assessment strategies of research modules.  All students receive a copy of the Guidelines at level 1 and these are discussed and analysed in the research modules. 

· Modules are constructed with reference to the University’s Key Skills Framework.

· The scholarly and research interests and expertise of the staff.

· The awards made to students who complete the field or are awarded intermediate qualifications comply fully with the National Qualifications Framework for Higher Education.

· All of the procedures associated with the field are informed by the QAA Codes of Practice for Higher education.

TEACHING AND LEARNING STRATEGIES

The design of the learning and teaching experience for students is based upon the over-riding aim of creating a sense of active and productive participation in an academic community which is committed to the understanding of sociological  phenomena. 

The first year experience is regarded as particularly important in terms of providing a strong foundational basis to the subsequent study of sociology.  An understanding of key sociological theories, concepts, perspectives and methods is fostered over a range of modules using a variety of teaching methods including workshops, lectures and seminars.  Considerable emphasis is placed on study skills throughout the year. The Doing Sociology module has a specific embedded skills agenda which is delivered in small-group, weekly study sessions, managed by academic advisors drawn from the field teaching team. Additional support is available through sociology staff participation in the Faculty Academic Skills Centre which operates via a referral system and also functions as a drop-in surgery.

At level 2 there is a greater emphasis upon self directed learning through the teaching of research methods. Students are expected to refine their skills in bibliographic sourcing and referencing, and to develop their capacity to collect and analyse primary and secondary data. This is facilitated in practical workshops, the provision of on-line materials and individual tutorial support.   Students move from a basic descriptive understanding of sociology to its analysis and application across a range of topic areas.  

At level 3 emphasis is placed upon deepening students’ understanding of sociological theory and of comparative analysis.  Furthermore, attention is given to the development of students’ individual enthusiasms in particular areas, especially through the opportunity to implement an extended piece of sociological exploration and analysis (Dissertation Stages 1 and 2 ).  Modules are delivered via small group workshops, individual tutorials, lectures, seminars and whole class workshops.

ASSESSMENT STRATEGIES

Assessment strategies used in the field are designed to test the learning out-comes of the modules. They provide the students with a balance between invigilated and non-invigilated work and encompass both individual and group work.

At level 1, emphasis is placed upon regular, informal, formative feedback, primarily via the skills module. This supports a single piece of summative assessment per module.

At level 2, students are assessed by a piece of formative and summative work that encompasses invigilated and non-invigilated assessment.

At level 3, as students progress and gain confidence in their work the balance now shifts in favour of single, extended pieces of summative assessment. 

The overall coherence of the field’s assessment strategies are monitored by the Field Board and the Faculty’s Assessments and Regulations Monitoring Group

Assessments used in the field include: 

· reports: to assess the presentation and discussion of  secondary data.

· posters: a flexible assessment to allow for a range of creative approaches to an academic topic.

· projects: to assess the presentation and discussion of primary and secondary data, gathered through small scale research projects.

· essays: to assess discursive writing skills and understanding of key themes in academic literatures.

· presentations: to assess communication skills through verbal, audio or visual accounts of academic topics and research work.

· reading logs: designed to give students the opportunity to develop and reflect upon their own reading practices and apply this to their overall leaning process.

· portfolios: a collection of staged pieces of work to demonstrate progression in competences and understanding in the field of study.

· Assessed group seminars: to assess students’ ability to:

· make a case verbally.

· use effective non-verbal communication.

· taylor their presentation to a specific audience.

· develop group and team working skills.

· reflexive accounts: to allow students to assess the strengths and weaknesses of  their seminar presentation and reflect upon what they have learnt about working within a group.

· research methods proposal: to assess the strengths and weaknesses of research methods, including ethical considerations, design and time management.

· research methods project: to assess students’ ability to practically implement their research proposal

· unseen examinations: to assess breadth of knowledge and application of understanding to specific questions and to assess the ability to write coherently and concisely under conditions of time constraint.

· seen examination: to assess the same skills as for an unseen examination but with an emphasis on depth as well as breadth of knowledge.

· multiple choice tests: to assess the ability to identify and select appropriate responses to specific questions covering a wide range of course materials.

· dissertation: to assess the ability to plan, operationalise and write up a substantial, focussed piece of academic work and to assess the ability to construct and sustain a defensible thesis.
