Features of the Field
Deviance, crime and criminal justice are issues which dominate much political and public discourse.  They are also issues of great concern to individuals, who see their local communities affected by crime itself, and the fear of crime.  The public debate is often interwoven with political concerns and is not always well informed or evidence-based.  The study of criminology allows for a more academically considered view on these concerns. 

Criminology is a broad and dynamic discipline which, whilst rooted in the social sciences, socio-legal and policy studies, has developed its own distinct tradition.  Topics of concern to the criminologist include amongst other things: the social and legal construction of deviance and the social consequences of crime; structural and motivational influences on offending; the organisation of crime; policing, preventing and managing crime; victim experiences; the relationship between offender and the criminal justice system; and the development of crime and justice policy.  
The MA in Criminology is designed for those who have a social science, socio-legal or policy studies background and who want to develop their knowledge further.  The course is open both to those who have a good first degree in a relevant area and to those whose background is characterised by practitioner experience at an appropriate level in a relevant field.  

The course offers postgraduate level teaching and learning which encompasses a rigorous academic curriculum alongside independent researcher skills and the option of field-based learning and programme evaluation.   The core substantive areas enable students to gain (a) an indepth knowledge of contemporary criminal justice policy, practice and politics in local, national and global contexts; (b) develop a critical appreciation of the dynamics between criminological theory and criminal justice policy making; (c) have an understanding of the relationship of research to the formation, implementation and evaluation of criminal justice policy and practice; and (d) to be conversant with the current global trends in the exploration of criminological issues. 
As well as providing a strong academic curriculum, the MA programme recognises the central importance of developing the skills and knowledge that will enable students to engage with the criminal justice system in an effective manner.  The course programme therefore includes a number of modules which emphasise the ‘criminologist as independent researcher’ and the ‘criminologist as practitioner’.  In these modules students learn the practical subject specific skills concerned with data collection, primary and secondary analysis, and the skills essential for influencing criminal justice policy and evaluating practice.  The former includes the application of data analysis software programmes and the skills required to write funding proposals and research reports.  The latter includes opportunities to practice policy formation and the writing of media releases and briefing papers, occasions to hone oral presentation skills, and the chance to observe and evaluate the everyday realities of working in the criminal justice system.   The close proximity of Kingston University to London is of great benefit as it allows for access a wide range of significant locations for field visits.  The curriculum draws on the extensive practitioner experience within the Criminology staff team as well as the expertise of visiting professionals from multiple criminal justice agencies.  Currently the Criminology team has links with local crime reduction partnerships, youth offending teams and mentoring projects.  The MA in Criminology therefore has a rich and varied programme which will equip students for a range of careers in the criminal justice system, advocacy and policy work.  It also prepares students for entry into an academic doctoral programme as well as practitioner research posts.

EDUCATIONAL AIMS OF THE FIELD

The main aims of the minor field are to:
· develop in students the knowledge and skills to critically analyse contemporary theoretical issues and enable them to engage with debates about the definition and study of crime;
· enable students to understand and critically evaluate the dynamics of social, political and legal influences on the development of criminal justice policy; 

· provide students with a theoretical framework for understanding international approaches to crime control that recognises the relationship between different polities and policy formation.
Additional aims for the half field are to:

· deepen specialist knowledge and the ability to evaluate evidence;
· recognise and develop strategies for effective communication within the institutional constraints of policy domains.
Additional aims of the major field are to:

· critically assess the relationship between organisational structures, practice norms and governance protocols in a range of institutions in a criminal justice system; 

· develop a range of specialist research skills for application to independent research;
· formulate, design and strategically plan an extended piece of criminological research; 

· complete an extended piece of criminological writing using appropriate academic protocols and presentational formats.
Additional aims of the full field are to:

· integrate theoretical concepts and criminological knowledge with real-world applications and practice in field settings.

E.
FIELD STRUCTURE

This field is part of the University’s Postgraduate Credit Framework.  Fields in the PCF are made up of modules which are designated principally at level 7, with up to 30 level 6 credits permitted.  Single modules in the framework are valued at 15 credits and the field may contain a number of multiple modules.  The minimum requirement for a Postgraduate Certificate is 60 credits, for a Postgraduate Diploma is 120 credits and for a Masters degree is 180 credits.  In some instances the Postgraduate Certificate and Postgraduate Diploma may be offered to students who only complete specified parts of the Masters degree.  Students will be provided with the PCF regulations.
Students can study the MA in Criminology as a full field course or in combination (minor, half field, or major) with other cognate fields offered by the Faculty.  The minor field provides a strong taught programme for students wishing to gain a solid foundation in contemporary criminology.  All students at this level take International Perspectives on Crime Control and Punishment (CMM412), Frontiers of Criminological Theory (CM3128) and/or Influencing Crime and Justice Policy (CMM414).  The first provides students with the theoretical framework to undertake a comparative analysis of criminal justice policies and penal systems in a global context.  The second introduces students to the cutting-edge of criminological theory and exploration, and enhances their criminological imagination as they engage in debates and critical evaluation of the most contemporary criminological ideas.  The third considers the socio-political environment of policy-making in the fields of crime and justice.  This module will be of particular interest to those students who wish to learn the skills of influencing policy change as well as gain an understanding the processes of criminal justice policy formation.  
In the half field research methods are introduced into the curriculum as options in the form of Research Methods for Criminological Study (CM402) and Research Proposal Writing (CMM415).  These modules provide the skills for independent empirical research and evaluation which will equip students who want to undertake a criminology dissertation or project (CMM411) and/or who wish to conduct research in other settings such as the work place.  In the half field students can therefore decide if their programme will emphasise a self-directed approach to learning through independent research or continue with a more directed taught syllabus including specialist topics.  
The major field places the emphasis more fully on the ‘criminologist as an independent researcher’.  All major students are required to take Research Methods for Criminological Study (CMM402), Research Proposal Writing (CMM415) and the Criminology Dissertation/Project (CMM411).   In addition, the major field develops the idea of ‘criminologist as practitioner’ through consideration of the working environment and occupational cultures of organisations and institutions in the criminal justice system (Organisations and Institutional Practices, CMM413).

The full field further extends the theme of criminologist as practitioner through the module Evaluation and Analysis in the Field (CMM416).  This module provides an opportunity for students to enhance their applied research skills and critical engagement with praxis within the criminal justice system through an evaluative field project in an institutional setting.

COURSE REFERENCE POINTS

The QAA Criminology benchmark statement refers specifically to the bachelor's degree with honours  and provides guidance on integrated master's awards.
The awards made to students who complete the MA programme, or are awarded intermediate qualifications, comply fully with the Framework for Higher Education Qualifications.
All of the procedures associated with the course comply with the QAA Code of Practice for Higher Education.
All research undertaken as part of the MA programme will follow the ethical guidelines issued by the British Society of Criminology and the British Sociological Association.

TEACHING AND LEARNING STRATEGIES 

The teaching and learning strategy has been designed to support a curriculum which provides a comprehensive knowledge and understanding of contemporary criminal justice policy, practice and politics in local, national and global contexts.  The core components require students to explore complex issues in an innovative way, with new areas of knowledge being approached from different, sometimes unexpected, standpoints, thus reflecting the demands students may face in future work settings.  In exploring these areas students will have to demonstrate a high degree of independent thought and action, as well as an ability to work with peers in collaborating to enhance knowledge and understanding for mutual benefit.  Students will also be required to encounter and fully explore the ethical dilemmas involved in criminological research and policy implementation. The programme allows the opportunity for student exposure to the practical application of criminology in field settings, and so there is an emphasis in CMM413 Organisations and Institutional Practice on students acquiring the skills necessary to study the everyday operational realities of how theory is applied in practice.  CMM416 Evaluation and Analysis in the Field provides an opportunity to develop these skills in an institutional setting.
Teaching will be delivered and managed by a team of Kingston University academics who have practical professional and research experience. Expert external practitioners will also contribute to the programme and, as many of these will be working in criminal justice or allied agencies, their perspectives will have added resonance and value.  They will be able to demonstrate the way in which cross-agency working can be informed by a combination of theory and practice, and will offer valuable insights into working arenas and subjects unfamiliar to some of the students.  

The strategy encompasses a range of different methods: 

· lectures;

· seminars;

· debates;

· interactive workshops;

· small group work;

· case studies;

· portfolios;

· poster presentations;

· peer review;

· presentations;

· field-based learning;
· individual tutorials;

· research preparation.

Lectures will provide an overview of the relevant material, mapping out the terrain and identifying key issues and problems. They will draw on a range of academic disciplines and apply a variety of methodologies and perspectives to the consideration of critical issues and problems.  The lectures will be supported by seminars, group work and interactive workshops, which will provide students with an opportunity to clarify issues, raise questions and engage in a critical dialogue with lecturers and fellow students.   

Debates about crime and punishment are frequently polarised and can generate unproductive division, consequently the teaching and learning environment is designed to ensure that students feel free to exchange and discuss ideas throughout the course on the basis of reasoned and evidence-based argument.  CMM414 Influencing Crime and Justice Policy  provides  structured workshops in which students have to defend and critique ideas. All students will be encouraged to learn from each other in a mutually supportive environment.

Field based learning settings not only provide students with the opportunity to explore the links between theory and practice, but also to acquire a grounded experiential knowledge which makes them attractive to prospective employers.  

Field based learning requires considerable responsibility on the part of both the student and tutor to ensure that protocols are observed. CMM416 Evaluation and Analysis in the Field has been designed within the framework of the University’s policy and guidelines on placements and work-based Learning.  Protocols and records relating to any students’ learning agreements and risk assessments are maintained and monitored by the Faculty Placement Administrator.  For students with disabilities and special educational needs, the University’s SENDA guidelines are clear that following discussions with students, placement agencies and tutors, particular arrangements may be made so that all students shall, where reasonable, have the opportunity to gain access to field-based learning outcomes.

Students are taught advanced independent study skills, so that they will feel confident in the work they produce and the decisions they make while preparing that work.  In CMM402 Research Methods in Criminological Study students learn advanced research skills in intensive day long workshops which  allow them time to become familiar with the processes of data analysis and software applications.   They are then enabled to practise and refine these skills independently in order to become competent and confident in assessing and evaluating criminological research. 
Research Proposal Writing CMM415 is given an important focus in the programme as the skills of formulating, designing and strategically planning an extended piece of research are transferable and enhance employability at senior level. With both a taught and individual supervision element it provides a formative platform of learning for undertaking the dissertation.
The dissertation is an opportunity for students to make use of the range of knowledge and skills they have acquired during the previous semesters. They will be in a strong position to identify a topic worthy of research and equipped with the necessary skill and analytical capacity to complete a substantial piece of writing of up to 15,000 words, working independently.

ASSESSMENT STRATEGIES 

The assessment strategies used in this programme complement the teaching and learning strategy and are designed to assess the development and extent of students’ knowledge and understanding of criminology.  They are also designed to test students’ presentational and practical skills in a variety of ways.  This is achieved by means of a set of challenging assessments, such as interactive workshops, portfolio compilation and report writing, ethical reviews, media releases, briefing notes, presentations and peer review, which reflect demands likely to be encountered in professional work settings. 

Assessments have been designed to foster critical reflection in different ways and involve both oral and written work.  Students will be expected to produce a number of academic essays and reports in the course of the programme, and will also be expected to analyse critically a variety of official reports and case studies, in a style reflecting the professional nature of their existing or future work.  All modules have some element of formative feedback, ranging from discussions of draft work to assessed fieldwork reports, that may be incorporated into the end of module assessment. 
In  CMM416 Evaluation and Analysis in the Field, CMM402 Research Methods in Criminological Study and CMM414 Influencing Crime and Justice Policy  presentations form part of the assessment.  Students give presentations to their group, which require them to synthesise information and present arguments cogently and succinctly and handle questions within an allotted timeframe.  These presentations will also provide students with the opportunity to explore new styles of delivery.  Elsewhere, they will use contributions to discussions and debates as the basis for written submissions in which they can develop and polish their arguments in the light of oral feedback from both peers and tutors. 

Alongside such presentations, students will be required to produce briefings and reports, thus developing their ability to analyse information from a variety of sources, and to provide clear and persuasive recommendations.  There will also be a range of focused tasks, some of which will be individual, whilst others will require efficient group work, which will receive peer feedback and unmarked evaluation. 

Another form of assessment is by portfolio which provides a clearly structured and punctuated assessment schedule of regular submission and feedback.  This method of assessment is adopted for CMM402 Research Methods in Criminological Study.  The portfolio is composed of four discrete and weighted elements to take students incrementally through the stages of higher level data collection and analysis, at each stage using assessments to consolidate knowledge and rehearse skills.  

The field-based module CMM416 Evaluation and Analysis in the Field requires students to compile a fieldwork report which  includes a reflective and critical field log, demonstrating their evolving understanding of new working environments and the lessons to be learned from such an experience.  It will also encourage reflection on career paths open to the students, and on the implications of their personal choices of direction and commitment.

A major element of the master’s programme is the dissertation or project. Students will prepare for this from an early stage, with research methods modules enabling them to develop and refine their research proposal.  The dissertation or project will demonstrate their ability to produce a sustained and coherent piece of writing, incorporating empirical material from a variety of sources within a sophisticated conceptual and theoretical framework.

ENTRY QUALIFICATIONS

The minimum entry qualifications for the programme are:

· A second class degree or relevant professional practice.  

· Where a candidate’s first language is not English, advanced English language competence in the form of appropriate certificated learning (IELTS requirement of 6.5) or equivalent must be demonstrated as detailed in Kingston University’s Admissions Regulations.

Typical entry qualifications set for entrants to the field are:

· An upper second class degree or equivalent in a cognate subject OR

· Evidence of relevant certificated professional practice OR Evidence of extended non certificated practice in relevant operational settings 
· International students where a candidate’s first language is not English, advanced English language competence in the form of appropriate certificated learning (IELTS requirement of 6.5) or equivalent must be demonstrated as detailed in Kingston University’s Admissions Regulations.

All certificated and non-certificated learning will require verification. In the case of certificated learning, this will require the presentation of relevant certificates and/or confirmation from the award-giving body. In the case of non-certificated learning, verification will be established in the course of the interview to which all applicants will be invited, or, where appropriate, through the submission of supporting documentation and evidence.

CAREER OPPORTUNITIES

Students graduating from this course will be well equipped to develop a variety of careers involved in policy making, administration and professional practice in criminal justice. Such as :

It will be of particular relevance to those who might be considering careers at the higher levels of  strategic planning and policy making  where a knowledge of comparative and international policy developments are required.
